When someone who loves us offers us a kiss, it sends a 
clear message that we are valued and special. We occupy a 
unique place in their lives and have a distinct purpose.

In a very 
powerful way, we are connected, through intimate touch, with 
another human being. With the incarnation of Christ, God 
kissed humanity. God, revealed so perfectly in Jesus Christ, 
showed us that we have value and are made in God’s image and 
likeness.

Today’s celebration gives us 
the strength to persevere, knowing that we’ll eventually be well. May our hearts be enlightened so that we can

Coloring Contest 
The Pallottine’s Mother of God Province is celebrating 100 years of 
ministry and we give thanks to God for the past 100 years we have been 
able to service the people of God. Presently, the Pallottine priests and 
brother are serving in 21 parishes in the Archdiocese of Milwaukee, 
Wisconsin and the Diocese of Springfield, Illinois. 

As part of the celebration activities of this historical milestone, the 
Pallottine’s are sponsoring a coloring contest about their founder, St. 
Vincent Pallotti for children in Kindergarten through 5th Grade. In our 
parish, there will be four winners in the Kindergarten through 2nd grade 
category and four winners in the 3rd through 5th grade category.

From the Earth Ministry: 
Composting Easy 
The importance of soil is abundantly found in the Bible: 

For as the soil makes the sprout come up and a garden 
causes seeds to grow, so the Sovereign Lord will make 
righteousness and praise spring up before all nations.  
Isaiah 61:11 

Nutritious soil is just like God’s Word. It is needed for the best growth. There 
are different ways to Compost. Here is a simple one: 

Easy Dig and Drop Method for Busy Gardeners 

1. Collect daily scraps: fruits, vegetables, egg shells, coffee grounds,   
tea bags. 

2. Dig a hole about 10 inches deep, wide as you like, wherever 
there is space. 

3. Drop in food scraps.  
4. Fill hole with soil.  
5. Repeat. 
6. Be mindful of plant roots. 
7. Don’t bury meat, bones, grease or dairy. 

For scraps to compost faster: chop; run through blender/ food 
processor first.

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A Stewardship Moment 
Before he ascended into heaven, Jesus instructed his 
disciples to proclaim the Gospel to all of creation.
