He was Catholic and spoke of how
hard it was to live out his faith amid tremendous temptation and negativity
toward religion. He spoke about how going to daily Mass helped to keep him
centered and stay strong in his faith. He was a great witness to living out
one’s faith in the face of disbelief.

One thing that he told me stood out above all the rest. He spoke of
his engagement to his fiancé and how important it was to him that God was
a major part of their relationship and their lives as individuals as well. He
told me he said something to her like, “If you don’t love Jesus more than you
love me, this is never going to work.” What an amazing and truly moving
witness!
