In today’s Gospel, Jesus encounters a short, rich tax      
collector named Zacchaeus.  He wants to meet Jesus and 
accept His teachings.   To win Jesus’s favor, he invites Jesus 
to stay overnight in his house and then he promises Jesus 
he will give half his riches to the poor.  At Mass today, we 
also encountered Jesus.
