we are on a baGlefield and that in paradise we shall receive the 

crown of victory. This is a tes,ng�ground and the prize will be 

awarded up above. We are now in a land of exile while our true 

homeland is Heaven to which we must con,nually aspire.�

2. Hold on ,ghtly to the Rosary. Be very grateful to the Madonna 

because it was she who gave us Jesus. Love our Lady and make her 

loved; always recite the Rosary and recite it as o<en as possible.�

3. Humility and purity are the wings, which carry us to God and 

make us almost divine.�

4. In the spiritual life, you must take one�step forward each day in a 

ver,cal line, from the boGom up.�

5. Keep your eyes fixed on Him who is your guide to the heavenly 

country, where He is leading you. What does it maGer to you 

whether Jesus wishes to guide you to Heaven by way of the desert 

or by the meadow, so long as He is always with you and you arrive
