Sin 

embargo, es importante señalar 

que tiene sus desafíos. Estos 

pueden superarse mediante la 

gracia de Dios y las buenas 

virtudes cristianas. 

Dios quiso que las mujeres y 

los hombres estuvieran unidos en matrimonio. Entre los 

propósitos del matrimonio está la crianza de los hijos.

Una vez más, Jesús ofrece a estos niños como un 

ejemplo del tipo de confianza y dependencia total en Dios 

que debería ser la actitud de todos los creyentes. 

Simpatizo sinceramente con todos aquellos que 

atraviesan tiempos difíciles en sus matrimonios, oro para 

que Dios les dé la gracia, la fuerza y la sabiduría para 

seguir adelante y encontrar la paz en sus hogares. Para 

aquellos que quieran unirse en este santo sacramento, por 

la gracia de Dios, que encuentren plenitud en el amor que 

profesan.
