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Stewardship Reflection
June 23, 2019

The Solemnity of the Most Holy
Body and Blood of Christ

Today, we observe the Solemnity of the Most
Holy Body and Blood of Christ. This beautiful feast celebrates
the gift of the Eucharist, which the Catechism of the Catholic
Church teaches is the source and summit of our Christian
faith. “For in the blessed Eucharist is contained the whole
spiritual good of the Church, namely Christ Himself” (CCC
1324).

The very word, Eucharist, means “thanksgiving” or
“gratitude,” and so this feast is especially meaningful to all of
us who are striving to live as grateful stewards of all God’s
blessings to us. Surely the Eucharist is the greatest of all
blessings because it is not only from God, it is God — the
Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of our Lord, Jesus Christ.

Today’s second reading from St. Paul’s letter to the
Corinthians reminds us of the depths of love our Lord has
shown us in the gift of the Eucharist, recalling Christ’s words
at the very first Eucharistic celebration. “The Lord Jesus...
took bread, and, after he had given thanks, broke it and said,
“This is my body that is for you.”” In that moment, and at eve-
ry celebration of the Mass thereafter, Jesus gives us His very
Self in an act of complete humility and perfect love. How can
we possibly show our gratitude for such a Sublime gift?

We can receive the gift of the Eucharist with the greatest
possible reverence and love. And, following our Lord’s
example, we can give ourselves generously to others in the
week ahead.

EUCHARIST

Union with Christ:
Reception of Jesus in the Eucharist fuses
our being with that of Christ.

Destruction of Venial Sin: The Eucharist

destroys venial sin. When we receive the

Eucharist, we are united with Charity him-

self, which burns away the vestiges of our

venial sins and leaves us cleansed and
ready to begin again.

3) Preservation from mortal sin: 1t is as if
the Eucharist’s power washes away the
venial sin in our souls and then covers us
with a protective coat which helps us to
stay away from serious sin.

4) Personal relationship with Jesus: It is
primarily through the Eucharist that we can
truly have an intimate encounter with the
Person of Jesus.

5) Gives life: The Eucharist “preserves,

increases, and renews the life of grace

received at Baptism” (CCC 1392). In other
words, reception of the Eucharist increases
the life of grace already present within us.

What do Catholics Believe
about the Eucharist?

The Holy Eucharist is the real body and blood
of Jesus Christ in substance, even though still
unleavened bread and wine in appearance. This
is called “transubstantiation.”
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¢ The elements become the body and blood
at the moment when the priest says the
words, “This is my body” *poof* and
“This is my blood.”

¢ They stay the real body and blood as long
as they keep their same form.

¢ Taking the Eucharist offers forgiveness for
minor (venial) sins, but not major (mortal)
sins. If you are in a state of mortal sin, you
should not take the Eucharist until after
you go to confession.

¢ Jesus is wholly present in equal amounts
whether you have one speck of either the
unleavened bread OR the wine or if you
have a huge helping of both. Same amount

of Jesus.
