MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Every one of you, I am certain, was taken aback by the “Urgent Information,” you noticed last week canceling all the activities in the
church from Oct. 22 through Oct. 25. It was not an easy decision to make, but we had to take such action to abide by the recommenda-
tions from the Health Dept. and the Archdiocese because on Wednesday, October 21 there was a positive case of Covid-19 discovered
in our church. Hence the unforeseen decision was made to protect everyone. We regret the inconvenience it may have caused. Let’s
keep everyone, especially those affected, in our prayers that God will heal them completely.

As part of the protective measure, the parish office was closed and all the concerned persons, including me, received a Covid-19 test. To
the best of my knowledge, all tests have returned as negative. The Church has been professionally, deeply disinfected. We have now
resumed the Mass Schedule as usual and the Parish Office returned to normal hours. However, until further notice, all Commission and
Committee meetings will be conducted only by ZOOM, and SCRIP will be unavailable. The sacrament of Confirmation will be
rescheduled in the month of November.

In all these unprecedented happenings, I can see God’s care and protection for our parish community, as it did not spread any further.
This also speaks greatly of the safety protocol our parish strictly follows and of your great cooperation in practicing it. Let’s continue to
take seriously all safety guidelines as we gather to worship once again. Thank you for your prayerful support and enduring cooperation
in all circumstances. Let’s keep each other in prayer and take a pledge to protect one another when we come to worship.

Please remember during these uncertain times it is important to stay tuned to our parish website and email blasts in order to get the latest
updates. That is the only way we can communicate to you in an emergency. You can also call the parish office or me on my cell phone.
