A Note From Our Administrator 
 

The Angelus is an ancient prayer of the church which calls to mind the incar-
nation of God.  It is traditionally prayed at 6 am, 12 pm, and 6 pm.  In other 
words, it is prayed approximately at daybreak, at midday, and at sundown, or, 
as the day is started, as the day unfolds, and as the day winds down  ---   
three important times for the people of God to pause and consider one sim-
ple fact:  God became a man and was born of a woman.   
 

That one fact has tremendous implications.  It changes everything: what I do 
in the morning and how I do it, and in the afternoon, and in the evening.  If 
I don’t stop to recall the essential fact of the incarnation, I run the risk of 
living as if God never came among us, never showed us the way to Life and 
the way to live.   
 

This Christmas, we are again confirmed in the truth that the world was creat-
ed by love, for love.  What joy, what peace, and what gratitude we have in our 
hearts because this truth is not a playful fantasy but the very foundation of 
reality!  What a different experience of the world we would have if every soul 
knew this truth and lived it faithfully.  This Christmas, may the good Lord 
find me one step closer to being one of those souls, and you too!  Then, in-
deed, it will truly be a Merry Christmas!
