COVID Update  as to Church 

 This past Monday, August 30, Bishop 

Paprocki sent to the priests guidelines as to 

COVID and mask wearing, as well as being 

vaccinated.  In Governor Pritzker’s Executive 

Order about a face covering requirement for 

indoor public places, it says that the Order 

applies to “all individuals in Illinois who are 

age two or over and able to medically tolerate 

a face covering.”  Bishop did say that some 

people may be excused from wearing a face 

covering for medical reasons, but no one is to 

be excluded from attending Mass for not 

wearing a face covering.  This obligation to 

attend Holy Mass each weekend is paramount 

since eternal life is the most important 

consideration.   

 And, our Bishop noted, the sanctuary of 

the church is not a public place, meaning that 

people are not free to walk where the 

tabernacle, altar, ambo are located.  Ergo— 

priests, deacons, and readers are not expected 

to wear a mask during Mass because this 

would impede their public speaking and the 

enacting of their liturgical ministries. 

 So, what do we do here at SJW?  As 

pastor, I would ask that we comply with the 

order when in church and wear a mask during 

Mass.  This would help those who are still 

uncertain to feel more comfortable, even if 

wearing a mask may not be a comfortable 

thing for you.  If for some medical reason you 

are unable to wear one, then please use 

sanitizer as you come in.  And all those at 

Mass should practice using hand sanitizer ow 

wipes to be as healthy as one can be. 

 Bishop, in his column in this weekend’s 

Catholic Times, also discusses about being 

vaccinated.  He noted that while vaccinations 

are encouraged, the use of conscientious 

objection is permitted. A person is morally 

required to obey his or her conscience.  As the 

Congregation of the Faith noted in December 

2020—vaccination is not morally obligatory in 

principle and so must be voluntary. 

 Let us continue to pray for an end to 

COVID-19.  May we pray for those who died 

from it, have it now, and those in the medical 

field in any way assisting those who are 

afflicted or are working for find an ultimate 

remedy.
