Dear Parishioners,

In our last column we saw the unique origins and
foundation of Saint Louis Abbey, which set the tone for this
monastic community: prayer and faithful monastic life along
with a deep and faithful connection to the lay founders and
supporters of Saint Louis Abbey and Priory School.

The monks lived the monastic life for a year before opening
the school. I'm sure this time was also spent in building
relationships and friendships in the area. Mind you, our
litle campus in 1954 was in the middle of nowhere,
surrounded by pasture land and farms. At the time,
Highway 40 was just a two-lane highway! You had to head
east on the highway well past Lindbergh to find civilization.

The school opened in September of 1956 with three
monks. There were no classrooms, boys, books, or
teachers for each discipline, but there was room to grow
and generous support from the lay founders. The school
began with thirty 9th-grade boys and would eventually
grow to serve boys in grades 7-12. The monks used rooms
in the Stannard (now Switzer House), which was also the
monastery, and the small white buildings on the junior
school parking lot and a barn on campus for classroom
space! As you can see, by the grace of God and the faithful
dedication of the lay founders and monastic community, we
can have come a long way, both spiritually and materially,
since those early days.

In these very early beginnings, what the monks needed
was a monastery church, liturgy and prayer being at the
heart of their lives. The building of the Abbey Church

has a unique history of its own, designed by the famed
Japanese-American architect Gyo Obata, and built with
the intention of serving the monastic community and

the students of the Priory School. While of course the
Abbey Church is a modern structure, designed with a nod
to mid-century modern architecture right here in Creve
Coeur, Missouri, there are also traditional architectural
components like the parabolic arches of glass reaching to
the heavens, and the large, raised high altar.

The church was completed in 1962 and consecrated

on September 7th of the same year. In August of 1966,
Cardinal Joseph Ritter established the Parish of Saint
Anselm. Father Columba, the superior of the Abbey,
invited Father Slattery, our founding pastor, to use the
monastic church until a new church was built nearby. In
1968, the Archdiocese and the monastic community came
to an agreement that the Parish would be housed on the
grounds of Saint Louis Priory. In 1981, Father Timothy
was appointed the first Benedictine pastor of the parish,
keeping with the agreement made with the Archdiocese.

At the time of this agreement, the parish was relatively
small in size, but has now grown to 900 families! Along
with it, the number of Masses and programs offered, not to
mention other events and activities, has also grown.

We give thanks to God for it! We now find ourselves
blessed with an active parish community serving many
throughout the Archdiocese. We have seen many changes
over the last sixty years among the three communities
housed on campus - Abbey, Parish, and School - in order
to accommodate this growth. These interesting times in the
Church and the world move us to prayerful discernment
about the future of our parish. We want to continue this
good work in expanding our service to the next generation
of Saint Anselm parishioners. The Lord always spurs us on
to further His mission of the Gospel, particularly in these
difficult times. May the Lord bless and fill us with His Holy
Spirit in this good work and continue to lead us into the
years ahead.

A word about the move of the 11:00 A.m. Mass to the
Parish Center:

| have received excellent questions about the reasoning
behind moving the 11 A.M. Mass to the Parish Center.
Thank you for reaching out, and | hope the following
thoughts will help clarify some things. The first reason

is to offer an easy transition for our PSR students and
families into Sunday Mass. This fall we launch a new Adult
Formation program, which will occur during the PSR period
two Sundays a month, and while these classes will take
place in the Parish House, the parents will pick up their
children in the Parish Center. We hope the location of the
Mass will be a help to the families and allow for an easy
transition to Mass.

Second, the move is in response to some parishioners
who find attending Mass in the Parish Center more helpful
for their families. We all know the facilities in the Parish
Center - the location of restrooms, places to take energetic
children, the sound system, etc. - are helpful to many
throughout our parish community.

There have also been valid points made that Mass in the
Parish Center has the feel of praying in a gymnasium. |
have taken these points into consideration myself, and
looking to the future, | hope to take a more intentional
approach towards a more ideal arrangement for these
concerns. In the early fall | would like to have a Parish
Town Hall Meeting (yes, your favorite introvert) about some
of the options | have been talking through with the Parish
Office team, Parish Council, and Finance Council. As
always, | thank you for your patience, prayers, and support.
Always know I’'m here to serve you. All that we do here is
to bring us all closer to our Lord and His Blessed Mother.

As pastor of the parish
at Ars, he established La Providence, a home for girls.
John Vianney’s most remarkable accomplishment was
his work as a confessor, spending 11-16 hours daily
reconciling people with God.
