Faith Formation Corner 
Do you ever stop to smell the roses? Very much a cliché, I know, but it’s a cliché for a reason….. 
Jesus tells us that unless we become like children, we will not enter the kingdom of heaven. Have you ever watched a 
small child as they discover something new? As adults, we might see a trail of ants and immediately want to step on 
them, or we look at them with annoyance. A small child however, their eyes will light up, and they could sit and watch 
the ants walk in their line for an hour. They want to understand the way the world works and become excited about the 
smallest things!  
Why don’t we get excited about the small things as much any more? Are we too busy? Do we have too many 
responsibilities? Have we lost our deep desire for true wonder? 
Wonder is a sense of awe that encompasses your entire being. True wonder engages the heart, mind, body and spirit. 
The whole being. Experiencing something larger than oneself. Wonder is not the same thing as fanciful imagination, 
rather than leading one away from reality, true wonder is bringing one closer to reality. True wonder is marked by 
openness to the unknown, loss of self before the other, pondering, and lack of fear. 
But this begs the question - why do we need to wonder? Having a sense of wonder is a stimulus for growth. If 
cultivated, wonder becomes a spiritual practice that changes the way we live. We can see the world is charged with 
marvelous wonders. We are perishing for want of wonder, not for want of wonders. We don’t lack things to wonder 
about, but do we take the time to actually wonder?  
 
Wonder naturally evolves to praise and thanksgiving – wonder leads to prayer. Isn’t this the purpose for which God 
created all He did for us? He didn’t have to create trees, flowers, sunrises and sunsets, starry nights, cute baby 
animals, fields of sunflowers, and so much more. He gave us all of this, and He gave us a deep desire to wonder, just 
like we did when we were children.
