A message from the Diocese of Green Bay. . .

As we move through the cold and flu season, concerns continue
to be raised regarding the potential spread of influenza within
our parish and school communities. Because of the unpredicta-
ble nature of the flu, and in light of the global attention to the
COVID-19 (Corona Virus) outbreak, the items below outline
restrictions at the Mass, and most importantly guidelines for the
distribution of Holy Communion.

e Parishioners with symptoms of illness should be reminded that
the obligation to attend Sunday Mass does not apply to those
who are ill, especially if they are suffering from a contagious
illness. This is an obligation in charity for themselves and others
that those with flu-like symptoms remain at home.

e Priests, deacons and extraordinary ministers of Holy Commun-
ion are encouraged to practice good hygiene, including washing
hands before Mass begins. The use of an alcohol based antibac-
terial hand sanitizer before and after distributing Holy
Communion is also advised.

e The Sign of Peace need not be announced or exchanged. If the
invitation is announced, parishioners should
consider a simple gesture such as a head nod, a
bow or simply the words “Peace be with you.”
Avoiding handshakes, embraces and other ~
physical contact is advised.

o If your parish has the practice of distributing
Holy Communion under both species, the distri-
bution of the Precious Blood of Christ from the Diocese Uf

chalice should be discontinued for the time being. G B

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The Week Ahead:

Today we hear a familiar Gospel story: The Woman at the Well. Before we
can understand the meaning of this Gospel story we must first understand
some basics of the time: first, Jews did not associate with Samaritans.
Therefore, Jesus, a strict Jew, crossed over a boundary by speaking to a
Samaritan WOMAN. Next, the hottest time of the day in Samaria is noon
time. The sun is high overhead and very hot. Although Jesus would have
known not to go to the well at that time of day, but again he crossed a
boundary and went to the well, it was the only time the Samaritan woman
could have gone in order to avoid embarrassment. She was a woman of ill
respect and was not accepted by the other women of the town so she had
to come to the well when no one else was around. The third boundary that
Jesus crossed was asking the Samaritan woman for a drink of water. Again,
Jews and Samaritans would not, and did not, drink from a common cup. But
Jesus says, “Give me a drink.” The Samaritan woman put Jesus off by asking
him a question. Jesus tries to tell her who he is and what he can offer her---
salvation. The Samaritan woman again puts him off. It is not until Jesus
reveals to the woman that he knows of her background that she comes to
believe in him. How often do we put Jesus off with excuses, barriers, and
problems? How often do we put Jesus off by coming up with excuses as to
why we cannot attend Mass? Too busy. Too tired. Too this. Too that?
When we encounter the Living Water in Mass our thirst for everlasting life is
quenched.
