While answering phones, greeting people, and offering office support keeps Jim busy, he loves meeting
and helping people. It is no surprise Jim wishes he spoke Spanish, he is very good at connecting with
people and making a difference. Although Jim volunteers at St Joseph, he and his wife, Margaret are St
Mary parishioners. They were also members at St. John Neumann and "helped dig the hole.”
Remarkably, his first visit to the Vercelli House took place when he attended the photo directory planning
meeting this past week. Clearly, Jim is willing to go where needed.

Jim has made a statement with his life- volunteer, make new friends but keep the old, and you never
know whao you will help along the way.

A Knight in the Crusades??? Aren’t the crusades long past? They
are, but last month | had the opportunity of being made a Knight in
the Equestrian Order of the Knights of the Holy Sepulcher. It was
an honor and an incredibly moving experience for all of us who
participated. Archbishop Listecki presided over the ceremony at
the Cathedral Church in Cincinnati. Over 300 people attended and
around 60 received this honor, which dates back to the crusades. |
am using some thoughts from the Archbishop in a recent letter he
sent out to Catholics to help explain the event.

"The Equestrian Order of the Holy Sepulcher of Jerusalem
(EOHSJ) is an order in the Church established by the Pope to care
for the specific needs of the faithful. The Knights and Dames of the
Equestrian Order are charged with the care of the Holy Shrines in
Jerusalem, most especially that of the Holy Sepulcher, the tomb of
our Lord Jesus Christ, as well as the promotion, protection, and
support for the Christians in the Holy Land.”

The Archbishop continued, “This year | had the privilege of
presiding at the Investiture of the new members. There is a deeply
spiritual component in the service where the new inductees are
reminded of their spiritual responsibility before God. They promised
to live lives reflecting the gospel mandate and witness to the
Church in word and deed. As they received the garb of the order
and the insignia which they will wear at various formal liturgical
gatherings, | placed my crosier on their shoulders as a sign of the
bond they now possessed before Christ and His Church. This is
the moment they became Knights and Dames of the Equestrian
Order.”

Since my first visit to the Holy Land (yes, as a seminarian in 1975),
| have been inspired by the Jerusalem Cross. It has been an
important symbol of faith for me that is rooted at the center of our
faith, the place of the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. A
number of years ago | was looking to purchase a set of Mass
vestments. | searched high and low then it hit me like a brick; The
Jerusalem Cross. That's the symbol on my personal vestments.
I’'m excited to wear them for all sorts of reasons.

When | learned that the symbol of the Catholic Community of
Waukesha was a variation of the Jerusalem Cross, things came
together again. This is where | need to be, to continue to grow in
my faith. Now, as a Knight, | believe that more than ever.
Together we will grow in our relationship with Jesus and in our
deeper understanding of his death and resurrection. This
Jerusalem Cross is, for all of us, “a spring of hope.”

¢,¢Un caballero de las cruzadas ??7? ¢ Las cruzadas no sucedieron
hace tiempo? Asi es, pero el mes pasado tuve la oportunidad de
ser nombrado Caballero de la Orden Ecuestre de los Caballeros
del Santo Sepulcro. Fue un honor y una experiencia
increiblemente conmovedora para todos los que participamos. El
arzobispo Listecki presidié la ceremonia en la Catedral de
Cincinnati. Asistieron mas de 300 personas y alrededor de 60
recibieron este honor, que se remonta a las cruzadas. Estoy
usando algunos pensamientos del Arzobispo en una carta reciente
que envio a los catdlicos para ayudar a explicar el evento.

"La Orden Ecuestre del Santo Sepulcro de Jerusalén (EOHSJ) es
una orden en la Iglesia establecida por el Papa para atender las
necesidades especificas de los fieles. Los Caballeros y Damas de
la Orden Ecuestre estan encargados del cuidado de los Santuarios
Sagrados en Jerusalén, muy especialmente la del Santo Sepulcro,
la tumba de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, asi como la promocién,
proteccion y apoyo a los cristianos en Tierra Santa ”.

El Arzobispo continu6: “Este afio tuve el privilegio de presidir la
investidura de los nuevos miembros. Hay un componente
profundamente espiritual en el servicio en el que se recuerda a los
nuevos miembros su responsabilidad espiritual ante Dios.
Prometieron vivir vidas que reflejaran el mandato del evangelio y
dar testimonio a la Iglesia de palabra y obra. Cuando recibieron el
atuendo de la orden y la insignia que llevaran en varias reuniones
liturgicas formales, coloqué mi baculo sobre sus hombros como
sefial del vinculo que ahora poseian ante Cristo y su Iglesia. Este
fue el momento en donde se convirtieron en Caballeros y Damas
de la Orden Ecuestre".

Desde mi primera visita a Tierra Santa (como seminarista en
1975), me ha inspirado la Cruz de Jerusalén. Ha sido un simbolo
importante de fe para mi que tiene sus raices en el centro de
nuestra fe, el lugar de la muerte y resurreccién de Jesucristo. Hace
algunos afos atras estaba buscando comprar un juego de
vestimentas para la Mlsa. Buscaba por lo alto y por lo mas abajo y
de repente me golpe6 como un ladrillo; La Cruz de Jerusalén. Ese
es el simbolo de mis vestimentas personales. Estoy emocionado
de usarlos por todo tipo de razones.

Cuando supe que el simbolo de la Comunidad Catélica de
Waukesha era una variacién de la Cruz de Jerusalén, las cosas
volvieron a encajar. Aqui es donde necesito estar, para seguir
creciendo en mi fe. Ahora, como Caballero, lo creo mas que
nunca.

Juntos creceremos en nuestra relacion con Jesus y en nuestra
comprension mas profunda de su muerte y resurreccién. Esta Cruz
de Jerusalén es, para todos nosotros, "un manantial de
esperanza".

As the weather gets colder and the sun continues its retreat,
we take time during this coming month, November, to
remember the dead. We celebrate the Solemnity of Saints on
November 1 and the Feast of All Souls on November 2. We
remember in prayer and in our hearts those whom have
shared their lives with us. We tell stories, drink a toast, laugh
and cry, talk to them and feel their presence with us. We all
have our ways in which we keep the memory of those who
have gone before us in faith, present in our minds and hearts.

The weekend of October 30-31 we will gather to remember all
those men and women who have gone before us, “marked
with the sign of faith.” We will read the names of those we
buried from the parish in the past year. Then we will gather
again on November 2 to continue in this remembrance
through prayer.

November 2, 2021

St. Mary: 6:30pm Mass

A table of remembrance will be up throughout November,
where parishioners can place photos of their loved ones who
passed away, regardless of when this was. The Liturgical
Committee at St. Mary's makes a Remembrance Board
displaying the photos of the people who had a funeral at the
parish within the last year. We list their name, date of birth,
and date of death under their picture. We obtained the photo
from the online obituary. If there is no photo, we insert a photo
of a candle. There will also be refreshments after Mass.

St. Joseph: 7:00pm-Bilingual Mass

A keepsake memorial card will have all the names of the past
year's deceased members of St. Joseph. If you lost a family
member this past year who was not buried at St Joseph, and
