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Reflection Have you ever imagined the scene of the Ascension? How
would it have felt to be there? The scene of the Ascension draws to a close
with the disciples staring at the sky. We might picture them with the
guestion on their mind, “What now?”

That’s when the angels appear and proclaim “Why are you looking at the
sky? This Jesus who has been taken from you will return in the same way
as you have seen him going.”

The proclamation calls the disciples back to their last conversation with
Jesus and all the conversations that went before it. In their final encounter
with the risen Jesus, they had asked, “Are you finally going to establish the
kingdom we have been dreaming of?” He responded “It is not for you to
know or determine what the Father will do. Wait for the Holy Spirit.”

We are all a bit like the disciples at the Ascension. We’ve had our moments
of feeling certain of knowing Christ’s love and the presence of God in our
lives.

Like the disciples after the Ascension, we’ve also known moments of won-
dering why God seems to have disappeared, leaving such a simple group as
us to carry on the mission. This may be even more so in times of extreme
challenge like the current pandemic.

Today, we are called to remember who we are. We are the baptized. We
have received the Spirit. Our temptation may be to keep looking to heaven
instead of trusting Christ’s judgment and taking the mission into our own
hands.

We have been entrusted with Jesus’ mission for our time and place. Paul
tells us that we can live a life worthy of our call. As Luke shows us, the
Ascension is just the beginning.

The angels would tell us what they told the group on the mountain: “Stop
looking up. It's now your turn, the only one you’ll have, to carry on.” This
feast is a good time for each of to consider how we can carry on the
mission right now. A wall hanging that | have had over the years says, “Do
what you can, where you are, with what you have.” What are you called to
do?

PASTOR’S UPDATE

Dear all, as you will see elsewhere in the
bulletin, the general dispensation from the
obligation to attend Mass on Sunday and
Holy Days, put in place in March 2020, is
lifted the first weekend of June 05-06 on the
Feast of Corpus Christi, when we celebrate
Christ’s real presence in the Eucharist, which
many have missed for more than a year.

If you are able, please return to Our Lord in
the celebration of Mass, where the Eucharist
you receive will strengthen you for life’s
journey. Archbishop has asked each pastor,
upon consultation with pastoral council and
staff, to determine procedures going forward
which will provide a safe and welcoming
worship site, which we have tried to be this
last year. The Pastoral Council and staff dis-
cussed procedures going forward beginning
June 05/06. Most of our current practices
will continue as we consider CDC guidance.

1. Please continue to wear a mask covering
your nose and mouth at all times, except
for brief lowering for Communion.

2. Please sanitize your hands with the
sanitizer provided or one of your own or
wash your hands in a rest room upon
entry.

3. Holy Water fonts will remain empty.

4. The current seating pattern will continue
with every other pew closed with seating
in the open pews alternating between
sitting in the middle or on the aisles.

5. Collection baskets (with poles) will resume
at the 4:00 pm & 9:00 am Masses, while at
the other Masses, baskets will continue to
be placed at the entrances.

6. Communion will continue to be
distributed by ministers coming to you at
your place.

7. Receiving Communion in the hand will
continue to be the norm for the safety of
all.

8. Live-streaming will continue for the
Masses presently offered online.

9. The worship aide will continue to be
published in the bulletin.

Beginning the weekend of June 5-6th, “the

PLC about which COVID safety measures to
practice, in consultation with staff and
pastoral council, and in keeping with local
ordinances.” Archbishop Jackels reminds all
that the pandemic isn’t over and that the
pastors should proceed cautiously when re-
laxing any recommendations of the CDC and
local public health officials. Note that the
archbishop's statement is specifically about
the opportunity for the faithful to attend
mass. While any relaxing of mitigation strat-
egies can be published by the pastor now,
they should not take effect until June 5-6th.
