3RD SUNDAY OF LENT - YEAR B
Reflection

Within our country and through-
out the world, civil laws are be-
ing enacted that directly violate
Gods laws and the natural law.
Our modern society has drifted
so far from Gods Law—the Ten
Commandments—that it calls evil
zood and good, evil.

Father Arthur Marat When God led the Israelites
into the desert and gave them the Ten Commandments
through Moses, they considered this act a great privilege
and grace—an awesome sign of God’s Love: "Il was not be-
cause you are more numerous than all the peoples that the
LORD set his heart on you and chose you; for you are really
the smallest of all peoples. It was becanse the LORD loved
you and because of his fidelity to the oath he had sworn fo
your ancestors, that the LORD brought vou out with a strong
hand and redeemed you from the house of slavery, from the
hand of Pharaoh, king of Egypt. Know, then, that the LORD,
your God, is God: the faithful God who keeps covenant mer-
cy to the thousandth generation toward those who love him
and keep his commandments ..." (Deut 4:7-9).

By bringing the Chosen People into the desert, God liber-
ated them not only from physical slavery under Pharaoh,
but also from moral slavery to the immoral pagan prac-
tices of the Egyptians. Through the Ten Commandments,
God gives the Israelites (and us) a guide on how to live in
freedom and peace with Him and with each other. And
this is what we all desire, is it not: peace in our homes,
peace in our country, peace in the world?

The reason we do not have peace today is because many
people do not follow the Commandments. In fact, many
Catholics and even Christians think that the Ten Com-
mandments are a burden, or optional. “They make me
feel guilty,” they claim. “They limit my freedom,” they say.
What is worse: they even claim that what God has said is
evil is actually good. True freedom, however, is not license
to do whatever we want and harm ourselves and other peo-
ple in the process. True freedom means living by God's
Commands so that, as S5t. Thomas Aquinas argues, we
can be free to choose to do the good and love God and
our neighbor. We do not belong to ourselves. We belong
to God. And only when we start believing and acting like
this, by living according to the Ten Commandments with
the help and grace of the Sacraments, will we, society, and
the nations of the world truly live in peace and harmony.

Lenten Rewards

Or — “What's in it for me?”
A good message for all of us as we set our goals and
objectives is to remember that “There is no point of
doing well that which should not be done at all.™ So
we should ask ourselves, “What's the most important
accomplishment that we would like to achieve this
Lent?”

We may start out by mentioning things or actions that
we would like to avoid; or improvements in our life
that we would like to make.

All of these are good thoughts but I would offer that
the main purpose of Lent is to improve our relationship
with God — to make permanent changes that will result
in a closer bonding with God.

As always, we look to our Sunday readings to help us
set our goal. Last Sunday, Jesus takes Peter, James
and John up the mountain and He is transfigured and
His tull glory is revealed to the three of them; and from
a cloud they hear a voice saying “This is my beloved
Son, Listen to Him.”

Jesus is transfigured — and we are called to be
transformed into what God calls us to be. But what is
that? We get an insight in last Sunday’s First Reading.
God tells Abraham to take his son and prepare to offer
him as a sacrifice to God.

Abraham is ready to do that - but is stopped by God's
messenger. Abraham is totally trusting in God and is
prepared to do whatever He asks. In the Second
Reading St. Paul says “If Ged is for us, whe can be
against us?"

Excellent words for us to remember. The main
message is the need for us to be in communion with
God. Abraham and St. Paul are — and Jesus is
perfectly in communion with the Father, We also need
to be in communion with God. Lent gives us the
opportunity to focus on that relationship and how we
can improve the bond.

Today's Readings
Today as we continue our Lenten journey our readings
focus on the guidance that God gives us to continue
towards a closer union with Him. In the First Reading
God reaffirms His Covenant with us through the Ten
Commandments that help us keep our focus on our
goal,

In the Second Reading, St. Paul points out the
foolishness of relying solely on human values (“Jews
demand signs, Greeks look for wisdom™) as he points
out the need to rely on God. The gospel is the familiar
story of Jesus overturning the money changers” tables,
The message in these readings is reminding us of our
need to keep our focus on Jesus,

The Main Message
We tend to look at Lent as a time to worship and give
glory to God. That certainly is a part of it — however
the main focus of Lent is to help us see more clearly
our path to God.

If our Lenten journey helps us to transform our life
into a closer union with God and all people, we will
discover that we have developed a much closer
relationship with God, with our life — and with our
fellow human beings.

Then we’ll discover that “What's in it for me"” is this
Communion with God and our trust in where He leads
us, [n God alone do we find the fullness of life and
happiness, truth and beauty, love and joy.
