Welcome 

This weekend we celebrate the feast 

of Corpus Christi, or the Mostly Holy 

Body and Blood of Christ. As Catholics, 

our belief in the Eucharist is strong 

and should reflect our belief that each 

time we gather for Mass, we are 

partaking in the True Presence of 

Jesus Christ. The priest, with the help 

of the Holy Spirit, comes down upon 

the gifts of bread and wine to become 

the Body and Blood of Christ. They do 

what Jesus did with the disciples at 

the Last Supper: He took, blessed, 

broke, and gave to them. The same 

holds true at Mass for the priest. 

When we participate in the 

Eucharistic Prayers, those words and 

actions from thousands of years ago 

are still done and spoken today. How 

wonderful an action of our faith!  

When we receive Eucharist, we are 

receiving Jesus. It is not symbolic, it is 

not a sign. It IS Jesus! We become one 

with Him, and we are grateful for all 

that God has given us.   

This brings me back to our first 

communicants, as they recently 

partook of Jesus for the first time a 

few weeks ago, and perhaps it takes 

you back to your first communion. 

There is so much for them to know 

and understand while preparing for 

first communion, and they and their 

families do so well in working on 

understanding this Mystery of our 

Faith. Their joy and excitement is 

absolutely infectious! You can’t help 

not being joyful when around them. 

One prayer we can pray after 

receiving communion is the Anima 

Christi: 

Soul of Christ, sanctify me. 

Body of Christ, save me. 

Blood of Christ, inebriate me. 

Water from the side of Christ, wash 

me. 

Passion of Christ, strengthen me. 

O good Jesus, hear me. 

Within your wounds conceal me. 

Do not permit me to be parted from 

you. 

From the evil foe protect me. 

At the hour of my death call me. 

And bid me come to you, 

to praise you with all your saints 

for ever and ever. 

Amen.
