Dear KR Catholic Parishioners, 
 
This morning I read from the Book of Revelation about the 
heavenly city of Jerusalem as the Apostle John saw it in a vision.  
He described the city as having 4 high walls with 12 gates, 3 on 
each of the sides. A name of one of the 12 Tribes of Israel was 
inscribed above each gate.  The foundation of the city and walls 
were 12 courses of stone with the names of the 12 apostles on them.  
Todays preface for mass states that Jesus established his church on the 
foundation of the apostles and their teaching.  What does that  mean? 
 

This weekend’s readings focus on obedience to the commandments of God, 
be they of the Old or New Testament.  They provide for us, a vision for the 
moral reality of God’s creation.  They are the very foundation of Truth. These 
moral norms are engraved into the order of the natural world.  The argument 
of the serpent to Eve in the Garden of Eden, in its temptation in the narrative 
of Genesis chp. 3, is to eat of the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil.  
This is so that Eve may usurp God’s authority of determining morality.   
 

We live in a culture where “relativism” is the current philosophical mode of 
thought. This concept promotes that there is no standard of Good or Evil/
Right or Wrong.  All is simply relative to the needs of our circumstances.   
 

When I was a young adult I tried fashioning my own set of moral norms 
according to my particular whims.  It brought a lot of misguided judgements 
and pain.  All of the latest innovations of our current culture will not bring 
freedom and liberation although they may feel that way at first.  Instead, like 
any other engagement of evil, they bring pain in the long run and not 
holiness or peace.  God’s Truth is eternal and never changing and good for 
us.  It simply takes obedience and time and faith to see their virtue.  Fr. Russ
