THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD
Once again John the Baptist points us toward the One who comes in the power
of the Holy Spirit. Once again we have an epiphany, a manifestation of who
Jesus is. Three things happen in quick succession as Jesus comes out from the
water: the heavens are torn open; the Spirit comes upon him; and the Father
speaks directly to him, saying, “You are my beloved Son; with you I am well
pleased.” This is Jesus’ own epiphany. The Father reveals Jesus to himself as
beloved Son. Following this, Jesus will be tested in the desert and then begin his
ministry. Today we can reflect on our own Baptism when the Spirit first came
upon us with the pouring of the water and the solemn pronouncing of the words:
“I baptize you in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit.” On that occasion, the Father claimed us as God’s beloved child. How
am [ witnessing to the world that [ am God’s beloved child?

This year’s Christmas season comes to an end, but we continue to live into the
reality of our calling as a member of the body of Christ. Or it can—even if the
culture around us has moved on. Especially in pandemic days, you may feel
challenged to find hope and joy in the promise that God is with us. So celebrate
by sharing that Divine Love, however you feel able to. Bake and share cookies,
make a call to someone you may have overlooked this busy season, write a note
of gratitude to someone who challenges you, or contribute to an organization
that cares for mothers and children in this season of Family celebrations. Take
time in prayer to recollect and give thanks for any awareness of God’s presence
in recent days. Loving God, help me remember that Christmas is not a day but
rather a season that invites me to see you at work in my life every day.

On coming up out of the water he
saw the heavens being torn open
and the Spirit, like a dove, descend-

ing upon him. And a voice came
from the heavens, “You are my be-
loved Son; with you I am well
pleased.”

ST. VINCENT DE PAUL- JANUARY 1, 2021
On behalf of the St. Thomas Aquinas parish conference of St. Vincent de Paul,
Happy New Year! Our SVdP conference has just completed an active, produc-
tive and challenging year serving members of our community, and [ am pleased
to provide this summary of our activities in 2020.

Inspired by Gospel values, The Society of St Vincent de Paul leads women and
men to join together to grow spiritually by offering person-to-person services to
those who are needy and suffering. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, our mis-
sion this year has been challenged as never before, but our members and St.
Thomas Aquinas parishioners stepped forward to meet the growing needs of our
community. Increased contributions to our conference allowed us to distribute
$43.,374 to assist those in need in 2020, an increase of 10% over 2019 distribu-
tions. SVDP volunteers made 45 home visits within our parish boundaries to
provide material and spiritual support to our clients.

Thanks to your generosity and continued support, we were able to accomplish
this and much more in 2020, including:

e The distribution of 75 Christmas, Easter and Thanksgiving "goodie bags”
and grocery gift cards to families in our parish neighborhood.

e Monthly financial assistance to the Boulevard Place Food Pantry, which
continues to serve clients in a drive-up capacity while continuing its renova-
tion/expansion.

¢ Financial assistance to the Sunday Cathedral Soup Kitchen.

e A donation to the Holy Angels parish SVDP conference for the purchase of
Christmas food baskets.

e The distribution of grocery gift cards to clients during home visits through-
out the year for the purchase of food and supplies.

e The purchase of needed appliances and beds for clients.

¢ Financial support for our SVDP Twinning parish Consejo de Zena in the
Dominican Republic.

e $6,000 in contributions to the SVDP USA Disaster Relief Program to assist
victims of floods, hurricanes, tornadoes and wildfires.

e Contributions to purchase hygiene products, baby formula and supplies for
an incarcerated mothers prison program.

e Solidarity contributions to support the administration of the National Coun-
cil of SVDP.

None of these activities and accomplishments would have been possible without
your support. As we begin the New Year, the needs of our neighbors continue to
grow. Moratoriums on housing evictions and utility disconnections will expire,
and job losses and food insecurity continue to grow.

We thank you again for your generosity and ask for your continued prayers
for and financial support of our mission to serve the marginalized in our
community in 2021.
