It’s Time to Renovate 

� Most of us dread the idea of renovation. There are things that we have 

been comfortable with that need to get tossed out, and other things we 

simply do not know where to go with. Then the question of what will the 

change look like? How do we get from here to there? And, Who is going to 

do the work?!�

� Well, it is Lent, and the Church has a few helpful hints for our own 

personal renovations. Jesus gave us the directions: “Repent, and believe in 

the Gospel.” We could just write that on the mirror where we would see it every morning, 

but perhaps there is more we can do.�

� The Church gives us a plan for our Lenten renovation. Prayer, fasting, and alms giving. 

Saint John Damascene said, “Prayer is lifting the mind and heart to God.” And to this 

Mahatma Gandhi added, “It is better in prayer to have heart without words than words 

without heart.” Sometimes, just the act of allowing ourselves to sit in the silent presence of 

God is prayer enough.�

� Even fasting can � and probably should be considered prayer. Fasting done as an 

intentional, spiritual exercise changes our focus from the sacri2ice we are making, to an 

offering of thanks to God.�

� And 2inally, alms giving � the practice of sharing our time, talent, and treasure. Saint 

Thomas Aquinas tells us, “To love is to will the good of the other.” We do not share what we 

have because we want to get to heaven � worthy cause or not. We share because we love.�

If we change our focus to God through heart filled prayer, thanksgiving, and love, our 

Lenten renovation will be complete.�

“Prayer	Translation”�

“The only constant in life is change.”��This is a quote we 

may all relate to very well as we continue to experience 

the many changes caused by the recent pandem-

ic.��Soon, there will be a new change that we will experi-

ence in the Church’s prayer at Mass.���

Our Catholic Church continues to strive to make con-

sistent and universal what she prays throughout the 

world.��Great effort has been made to translate faithfully 

and accurately the various prayers of the Mass from its 

original source language which is Latin.��About ten 

years ago, you might remember the many changes in 

translation to the Mass that took place.���Now, one more 

small but important change has been made to the con-

clusion of the collect (opening prayer) at Mass.���

Beginning on Ash Wednesday, 2021, the word “one” will 

be omitted in the doxology or conclusion of the opening 

prayer at Mass.��Thus the prayer will now read,��“…in 

the unity of the Holy Spirit,�God, for ever and ev-

er.”���The reason for this change is that the word “God” 

in this prayer refers to Jesus Christ and his divinity and 

not speci8ically to the Holy Trinity.��In order to avoid 

confusion regarding the divinity of Christ, this change 

has now been made.��

This was requested by Pope Francis in the Vatican and 

overwhelmingly approved by the Catholic bishops of 

our country.��Like all changes, this will take a little get-

ting used to.��However, it will soon become part of the 

way we pray and I believe it will help to strengthen our 

faith.����
