 The parishioners extend our sympathy and condolences to the family of Joni Goeckner, who was buried from 
St. Francis church on Monday, 28 November. And we also express our condolences to the family of Mary Hoelscher.  Her 
funeral Mass was Wednesday morning, 30 November.  We are also in sympathy with the family of Lucille Buhnerkempe, 
whose funeral Mass was Friday, 2 December.  Eternal rest grant unto these faithful people, O Lord. And let perpetual light 
shine upon them.   
 Let’s have a “Wooden Shoe Welcome” for Fr. Juan Carlos Ruiz! For many years he has served at St. Peter’s Church 
in Chicago’s loop.  It is a downtown church, and it isn’t a parish. Its purpose is to serve the needs of the people who live 
downtown and especially the people working in the stores and offices. On Ash Wednesday thousands of people come to the 
church to mark the start of Lent.  
 Fr. Juan Carlos is transitioning out of the downtown ministry (institutional) and into parish ministry like we have 
here at St. Francis and most parishes.   St. Peter’s in Chicago provide Masses, confessions and opportunities for counseling 
for the people of the loop. Fr. Juan Carlos will be helping us here at St. Francis and also helping other parishes in our 
deanery as they need a priest. His present assignment at St. Peter’s also included his being the Spanish speaking exorcist for 
the Archdiocese of Chicago.  I hope we don’t have to draw upon his expertise in this area for our parish! He will also be 
helping us from time to time.  I think back to the time when Fr. Ken had his aneurism and was confined to Springfield, 
which left me with 6 Masses on the weekend! That was when we dropped a couple Masses, one at St. Rose and one here at 
St. Francis. With Fr. Frank at St. Isidore’s, this will give us 5 friars assigned to St. Francis Friary. It has been a long time 
since we have had that many friars here.   
 This Thursday is a holy day of obligation: Immaculate Conception. We have a Wednesday evening Mass at 7 
o’clock, and on Thursday we have 6:00 Mass, 8:00 and 12:10 Masses.  
 Please remember to turn in your Giving Tree presents next weekend, so they can be delivered on Monday the 12th.  
 Also mark your calendar for next Sunday, Dec 11, at 2:00 pm in church we will host a special liturgical presentation: 
Advent Song. You will be glad you came. Our various choirs and musicians get together and do an excellent job.   
 Looking down the road a couple weeks, we offer the opportunity for receiving the sacrament of Penance on Tuesday 
evening, December 20th.  We will have 3 confessors available, and it starts at 7:00 and continues until the last one.
