| do hope you are staying safe and healthy in this high heat and humidity; just like when there is ice and
snow, please be safe. Don't take this the wrong way, but I'd rather miss you in church than visit you in the
hospital.

You have heard the news that the Archdiocese plans to begin school with in-school, classroom teaching (St.
Gertrude will begin August 17t). A task force (made up of teachers, nurse, maintenance, principal and me) have been
meeting throughout the summer, working on the details to make this a reality: daily temperature checks when children enter
school; classrooms arranged for social distancing; new & safe lunchroom procedures; enhanced sanitation of classrooms at
end of day; etc. | feel confident that we are ready, and both of our PSR programs will also use these Archdiocesan policies
and procedures so that our children and teachers stay safe while having classroom teaching. Please keep all of this in your
prayers! Surely throughout the year there will be a student or teacher who tests positive for the virus, and we may even have
to “quarantine” a class for 14 days, but know that Angie at the Franklin County Health Department and the Archdiocesan
School Office are giving us all the assistance and support we need.
However, not all things can continue by instituting temperature checks and enhanced sanitation: we have chosen to cancel
St. Gertrude’s September 20t Picnic and dinner. Not only would 50% capacity in the Parish Center be difficult, as our
dinners are packed, but “family style” dinners are not possible in the age of Covid. So too, those who masterfully cook these
mega-dinners are in tight quarters in the kitchen - too close for Covid Health Department Guidelines. Though difficult, this is
the right decision to make: we are a pro-life church so we must protect the health of our parishioners!
Since the September 20t Picnic and dinner are being cancelled (but since people still like to get out and eat), the BBQ stand
will remain open till September 27t (normally it would have closed August 30t.) The BBQ stand will continue to provide an
opportunity for fellowship, to allow different organizations a chance to fundraise, and to provide wonderful BBQ to us all.
Another ‘casualty of Covid’ are our dinner auctions. St. Ann’s September 12t dinner auction and St. Gertrude’s October 24t
dinner auction have both been cancelled. The reasons to cancel are the same: with so many local businesses struggling,
it's difficult to ask for donations at this time; there are still many people who are not ready to attend a large indoor event, so
it's impossible to plan for an event like this; and with social distancing and 50% capacity limitations in our Parish Centers, we
won't have enough people at the event to make it successful.
Again, please keep all of this in your prayers. We’'ll get through this, and at some time, we'll be able to resume these
wonderful events — but in the meantime, these major fundraisers have to be postponed till better times.
