Who Needs Jesus

Many today say that they don’t have a need for Jesus.
They go to work, have homes, put food on their
tables, raise families without His help. In fact, daily
activities go on but the world can’t really make sense
without Him.

Truth: The truth is in Christ, “in whom are hid all the
treasures of wisdom and knowledge” (Colossians 2:3).
We cannot understand the truth without Him. To
make sense of the world, we need Jesus to lead us.
