We
feed on Jesus so that we become more like him — to think like Jesus, act like Jesus,
and love like Jesus.

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THE PARABLE OF THE SOWER

Jesus often spoke to his followers
using parables, short simple stories that
communicated a spiritual truth, religious
principle, or moral lesson — a figure of
speech in which truth is illustrated by
a comparison or example drawn from
everyday experiences. A parable is
basically an earthly story withaheavenly
meaning.

Parables were a common cultural form
of communication and alsoacommon
method of teaching used by rabbis and
prophets in the ancient world (see 2
Sam 12:1-9). Though the religious leaders
regularly resorted to quoting one another
or used abstract language, Jesus spoke in
the storytelling format already accepted
and familiar to His culture. He used parables
to communicate to both the common
people and the religious leaders however,
Jesus spoke in everyday language that
connected with His followers. In doing
so, He connected with the people in a
way the religious leaders did not, both
touching personal needs and communicating
spiritual truth. Jesus used parables in
part because He spoke with authority
(i.e. Mt 7:29 says, "he was teaching
them as one who had authority, and not
as their scribes"). The scribes often quoted
both long passages of the Law as well as
traditions of other Jewish teachers to
support their message. Jesus spoke from
His own authority, breaking from this
tradition.

This weekend we hear in the Gospel
from Matthew the Parable of the Sower
(sometimes called the Parable of the
Soils) which is found in all three Synoptic
Gospels (Mt 13:1-23, Mk 4:1-20, and Lk
8:4-15). Speaking to a large crowd, Jesus
tells of a farmer who sows seed and
does so indiscriminately. Some seed falls
on the path with no soil, some on rocky
ground with little soil, some on soil
which contains thorns, and some on
good soil. In the first three cases the
seed is taken away or fails to produce a
crop, but when it falls on good soil it
grows, yielding thirty, sixty, orahundredfold.

Later, Jesus explains to his disciples that
the seed represents the Gospel, the
sower represents anyone who proclaims
it, and the various soils represent people's
responses to it (the first three representing
rejection while the last one represents
acceptance).

Earlier in His ministry, Jesus employed
several graphic parallels using simple
things that would be familiar to everyone
(salt, bread, sheep, etc.) and their meaning
was very clear in the context of His
teaching. Parables required much more
explanation and atone pointin His ministry,
Jesus began teaching using primarily
parables. When Jesus started using parables,
His disciples asked the obvious question,
"Why do You speak totheminparables?"
(Mt 13:10). Jesus used parables to make
His message clear to all, but the meaning
was revealed only to those able to understand.
The audiences gathered to hear Jesus
speak about sheep, birds, farmers, and
other familiar images, but often left without
understanding the bigger picture of the
stories He spoke. His disciples would
frequently be told the full meaning of the
stories later. While His choice of parables
was used for a variety of reasons, He
wanted to reveal information to those
"ready to hear". Those who had continually
neglected and weakened His message
were left in their spiritual blindness to
wonder about the meaning.

The parables of Jesus can also serve to
probe inside us to see whether we really
understand the Gospel and whether the
Gospel is actually beginning to transform
our lives. We too, are instructed to
preach the Gospel which has been
brought to us and to sow the seed of
propagating the Gospel to others. There
are two types of listeners: the listener
who listens to the Word of God but
rejects it and his life does not portray
the preaching he has listened to
(denoted by the three types of soil
mentioned in the parable) or the good
listener who listens to the Word of God,
receives it wholeheartedly, and bears
more fruits. What kind of listener (soil)
are you?

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ADULT CONFIRMATION

Adult Confirmation sessions are held for those active Catholics who have been
baptized, may or may not have received Holy Communion, and have not had the
opportunity to be Confirmed. The Catholic Church desires that all the faithful be
fully-initiated by being baptized, receiving Holy Communion, and being Confirmed.
For baptisms, the Church requires at least one of the godparents to be an active
Catholic, at least age 16, and Confirmed in the Catholic faith. Take advantage of
this opportunity to complete your sacraments! Adult Confirmation here at the
parish will be scheduled this fall prior to Advent.
