Jesus praised the poor widow who gave her 

last two coins to the Temple.  In your prayerful considera=on, strike a balance           

between 1% and 100% � pledge to give what you really can and maybe a liCle 

more, and to give it gladly and regularly.  Don’t compare yourself to others; your 

giving is a covenant between you and God.  Remember that God is never outdone 

in generosity.  I dare you to try it!  I have never gone without any true necessity 

any=me I’ve ever given more than I thought was comfortable.�

          Give out of Gra"tude.�Everything we have we owe to God’s generosity.  It all   

belongs to God anyway and we are stewards of the things that God has entrusted 

to our care.  Our generosity is about making a return to God in gra=tude for our

          Share yourself.� Invest in rela=onships so as to build people up.  Explore new 

ways to use your =me and talents in the service of others.  �

    Our Gospel reading this weekend tells the story of a blind 

man named Bartimaeus and his interaction with Jesus. It’s 

important to remember that in those days, the blind were 

not prominent members of society; in fact, they were 

considered outcasts. After hearing that Jesus is coming his 

way, Bartimaeus begins to call out to him and is unfazed by the crowd’s attempts 

to silence him. He successfully captures Jesus’s attention, and when Jesus asks 

what he wants Bartimaeus simply responds, “Master, I want to see.” Unlike James 

and John last week who asked Jesus for honor and prestige, the blind man simply 

asks Jesus for compassion and to be made whole again. His incredible faith is 

rewarded, and today we sing “Open My Eyes” asking for this same spirit of 

compassion and love to descend upon us.  In this song, we ask God to open our 

eyes, ears, and heart, so that we can enter a deeper relationship with him.  The 

word “help” also appears several times in the lyrics, acknowledging that we cannot 

complete our faith journey alone and need God’s help.  This week, let’s open 

ourselves to the great love and compassion of God so that we can do great things 

through him and “see God’s face in places we’ve never known.”
