PASTOR’S PERSPECTIVE

This Sunday, we celebrate the Ascension of the Lord. Some years ago, bishops of the United
States were given the option to keep.the Ascension on a traditional Thursday, or move it to the
following Sunday. Most dioceses in the United States opted to celebrate Ascension on Sunday so
more could participate in this important holy day.

Doing so brings up an interesting aspect about time. There are two words in Greek for the word “time.” One
is kairos; the other is ehronos.

Most of us live by chronos time, which is determined by seconds, hours, days, years, etc. It calculates the
amount of time urged on by the clock. When we determine that we have a certain amount of time for an
appointment, a.day at work, or salary based upon the number of hours we work, we'live by chronos time. You
might say thisis “human time.”

But we also live by kairos time. It refers to the quality.of time in our lives, which is difficult to express in a
single word. You might say it places a special'meaning on time, such as graduation, birthday, anniversary,
marriage, etc. You might say this is “God’s time.”

When applied to the liturgy of the Church, we gather at specific times (chronos) and expect the Mass to
conclude in a reasonable amount of time (chronos)./And if it doesn’t end in the time we allot, the temptation
is to leave even before the final blessing!

Yet, as we celebrate Eucharist, we are also in midst of a mystery (kairos) that transcends the amount of time
(chronos) we spend at Mass. Through the action of the Holy Spirit, we are lifted up into the timeless
presence of God.

So, in transferring Ascension from Thursday to Sunday, the bishops are calling us to celebrate kairos time.
They call us to celebrate the meaning of the Ascension that transcends 40 days of calendar time.

Jesus had to leave us (chronos) in order for the Holy Spirit to-descend, energize, and continue to enliven his
community of believers (kairos). That's what we celebrate next Sunday—Pentecost.

As members of a community of faith, we are called to live both kinds of time. The Holy Spirit, given to us
through sacrament of Baptism, animates every aspect of our life. The Spirit is at work in your family, your
neighborhood, and your workplace. . The Spirit is there to help you understand God’s word in a deeper way.
The Spirit there to help'you to listen patiently to someone who is hurting and feels alone. The Spirit is there
to inspire you with a solution for a persistent problem. The Spirit is there to give you the strength to walk
through the problems that have no solution. And through it all, the Spirit is there to help you love Jesus more.

So, let’s not limit the Spirit’'s presence in our lives. Let’s embrace the full meaning of the Spirit - to fill us
with the fire of God’s love and live it fully every day. - ;Z -
