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Baptisms in the Time of COVID

Now that the Archdiocese has moved to Phase II of the Catholic Comeback we
thought it would be a good time to let you know what the revised Matrix
means in terms of Baptisms. Baptisms are allowable in the Catholic Matrix
and here at Queen of Apostles we have had several in the past few months.

Baptisms are scheduled on the last Sunday of the month and families have the
option of having the baptism during one of the Masses or following the 10:30
am Mass. The first step is to contact Lisa Kopczyk, our Parish Administrative
Assistant, who will give you general information. Next, she will pass along
your contact info to Fr. Chuck so that he can meet with your family and go
through the paperwork and set a date for the baptism. If this is your first child
being baptized, you will be required to attend a Baptism Preparation Course
led by Liz Kuhn, our Director of Faith Formation. The Baptism Preparation
Courses are held every other month on the second Tuesday of that month. The
next class is scheduled for Tuesday, November 10th at 6:30 pm. Call Lisa to
reserve your spot.

During the pandemic we have established (with the guidance of the Archdio-
cese) safety protocols to protect the health and safety of everyone involved in
the Baptism.

e No more than 2 Baptisms are scheduled for any given Sunday to avoid
large crowds and reduce physical contact between different families.

e When the baptism takes place during Mass all of the normal Sunday proto-
cols are observed.

e Masks are required for all who participate as well as social distancing for
all (this includes all guests to Queen of Apostles).

e To avoid physical contact the presider anoints the child’s head using a cot-
ton ball and, during the baptism itself, pours the holy water over the
child’s head while the parents or Godparents hold the child.

e Baptisms which take place after Mass are held in the Gathering Space im-
mediately following Mass (this is to allow our Safety Ministers to clean
and sanitize the Church immediately following the 10:30 Mass). Chairs
will be provided and placed to comply with social distancing (please do
not rearrange them). If two Baptisms are scheduled for after Mass, the two
families will be contacted ahead of time to determine the order and the
second family will be asked to wait outside (weather permitting) or in
Grellinger Hall until the first Baptism is completed, the first family has
left, and the Gathering Space has been sanitized. The second family will
then be escorted into the Hall for their Baptism ceremony. A short time for
picture taking around the font will be permitted at each Baptism but there
is no picture taking in the Church Sanctuary.

e Families are asked to limit personal items in Church and to be sure take
those with them when they leave.

As we move forward during these unusual times we are thankful to be able to
continue to provide the Sacraments to the Faith Family of Queen of Apostles.
