FINANCIAL UPDATE   
Pastoral Council 

The Pastoral Council has been diligently planning the next fiscal 

year for our tri-parish community, commissions, and commit-

tees. While the pastoral council advises our pastor and associ-

ate pastor on the many decisions on the future of our parish, 

the council also has also overseen the formation of a strategic 

plan that will help guide our efforts as a tri-parish in the many 

years to come. The strategic plan was developed over the past 

two years using the data received from the parish-wide survey 

held in 2020 and we hope to share the main goals of the plan 

later this year in the bulletin. 

Starting in August 2022, all commissions and committees will 

hold monthly meetings on the same night. One recommenda-

tion from the parish survey was that the parish leadership rare-

ly get the chance to interact with other groups. We hope that 

meeting together on a regular basis will allow for better visibility 

of our parishioners and increased access to our pastor and 

associate pastor. 

In the upcoming year, we have new members joining the coun-

cil from each of the three parishes. There is still a lot of work to 

be done in terms of planning and the future direction of our 

church. We hope that we may begin to transform our church to 

keep up with the needs of our fellow parishioners; welcome 

new and returning members; and serve our church, the greater 

community of Sheboygan, and the world, in God’s name.
