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Hello everyone!

Today’s readings touch on a difficult topic that is suffering. This can be a “stumbling block” for our faith,
making it hard to believe that God is loving and caring. When times are good, it is easy to believe in God’s
care. When life is hard and we or our loved ones suffer, it is hard to trust in God.

Dealing with suffering in prayers is important. We need Jesus’ help to draw pain and difficulty into an ongoing
conversation with his Father. Incredibly many saints found strength when they suffered, precisely because
they had to ask the Lord to help them. Even more so, when they offered their difficulties to God for others in
need. What is called redemptive suffering: every bit of pain or difficulty, when given to the Lord, can help
another person. Christ’s suffering saved us from sin. Our suffering united to him can help others.

This past weekend the Church’s abuse crisis hit close to home, my community. One of our now elderly men
who served as bishop in Chile and long separated from public ministry (nearly 20 years), was removed by
Pope Francis from the priesthood. As the superior of our Schoenstatt Father community said, “we receive this
news with much shame for the damage caused to victims.” Even though this person never ministered here,
his sin is a source of sadness for us. This gives us more motivation to protect all we serve, especially the
most vulnerable, as our Blessed Mother would.

Today’s readings might offer a bit of hope. We can pray that the victims might S
be able to find some consolation in bringing their suffering and pain to Christ.
The past cannot be changed. When the past cannot be changed, then it has to
be transfigured to be healed. While seeking justice where justice is due, let all
of us who bear suffering turn to the Victim, Jesus, who can use everything for
our redemption.

Lo que se llama sufrimiento redentor: cada
dolor o dificultad, cuando se le da al Senor, puede ayudar a otra persona. El sufrimiento de Cristo nos salvo
del pecado. Nuestro sufrimiento unido a él puede ayudar a otros.

Este fin de semana pasado, la crisis de abuso en Iglesia llego muy de cerca de mi casa, mi comunidad. Uno
de nuestros hombres, ahora anciano, que sirvio6 como obispo en Chile y separado del ministerio publico
(durante casi 20 anos), fue sacado del sacerdocio por el Papa Francisco. Como dijo el superior de nuestra
comunidad de Padres de Schoenstatt, “recibimos esta noticia con mucha verguenza por el dano causado a
las victimas”. Aunque esta persona nunca presto servicio aqui, su pecado es una fuente de tristeza para
nosotros. Esto nos da mas motivacion para proteger todo lo que servimos, especialmente los mas
vulnerables, como lo haria nuestra Santisima Madre.

Las lecturas de hoy pueden ofrecer un poco de esperanza. Podemos orar para que las victimas puedan
encontrar algan consuelo para llevar su sufrimiento y dolor a Cristo. El pasado no se puede cambiar. Cuando
el pasado no puede ser cambiado, entonces tiene que ser transfigurado para ser sanado. Mientras
buscamos la justicia donde se debe justicia, dejemos que todos los que traemos sufrimiento acudamos a la
Victima, Jesus, que puede usar todo para nuestra redencion.
