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The season of Lent is one of the great
seasons of the Church’s liturgical peri-
ods. The liturgical year begins with the
season of Advent, then Christmastide,
which ends with the feast of the Baptism
of the Lord, and ushers in the Ordinary
time. The Ordinary time breaks up to usher in Lent,
and subsequently comes Eastertide, which concludes
with the feast of Pentecost. The Ordinary time is ush-
ered in again and runs till the thirty fourth week or the
week of the feast of Christ the Universal King.

The early Christians did not celebrate
any special feast. They only gathered
on Sundays, the first day of the week
for the breaking of the bread. (Acts
20:7, 1 Cor. 16:2). Sunday was spe-
cifically chosen because it was the day
that the Church was officially
launched with the out-pouring of the
Holy Spirit. Again, the church chose
Sunday because, Jesus Christ resurrected on this day.

St Paul says, If Christ had not risen from the dead,
then, there is no basis for our preaching, and empty,
too, is your faith. (1 Cor. 15:14). The early Church
now instituted a feast marking the basis of our faith:
the feast of the Resurrection; the feast of Easter. This
feast was initially celebrated for just one day. Later, it
was considered that one day was too short to celebrate
this all important feast of the Resurrection. So, it was
extended to fifty days, running from Easter Sunday to
the feast of Pentecost.

The church also marked out three days to prepare for
this great feast of Easter. This period of preparation
was later increased to forty days, now known as the
forty days of Lent. In the bible, the number forty is
symbolic. It represents a period of preparation for a
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FORTY DAYS OF LENT

great event. The rain lasted forty days and forty nights
to usher in a new world. (Gen 7:12) Isaac was forty
years old when he married Rebekah. (Gen 25:20).
Esau was forty years old when he married Judith.
(Gen 26:34). Moses was on the mountain, forty days
and forty nights to receive the Ten Commandments.
(Ex 34:28). The Israelites reconnoitered the land of
Canaan, forty days. (Nm 13:25). The Israelites wan-
dered in the wilderness forty years before entering the
Promised Land. (Nm 14:33) Jonah cried, “Yet forty
days, and Nineveh shall be destroyed. (Jon. 3:4) Elijah
walked forty days in the wilderness, before encounter-
ing God on mount Horeb. (1 Kings
19:8) Jesus fasted forty days before
His public ministry. (Matt 4:2) Christ
was with his disciples forty day before
His ascension. (Acts 1:3)

The season of Lent is a celebration of
God’s grace, love, compassion and
mercy. Lent is comparable to the sea-
son of Spring. It paves the way for a new spiritual vi-
sion, and creates the opportunity for a new

beginning in our relationship with God. God offers us
a loving invitation to come back to Him. Our journey
towards God is not going to be a hitch free journey.
The devil hates every step we take towards God. We
will encounter barriers, hurdles, trials and temptations.
On this first Sunday of Lent, as we reflect on the
temptations of Jesus, let us be of good courage. Temp-
tation is real, and no one is immune from temptations.
It is not a sin to be tempted, and we have no control
over temptations. However, we have control over how
we respond to temptations. The good news is, Jesus
was tempted, he conquered temptation, and he has
given us the power to overcome temptation.
