St. Francis de Sales | January 24�

�

Francis was des�ned by his father to be a lawyer so 

that the young man could eventually take his elder’s 

place as a senator from the province of Savoy in 

France. For this reason Francis was sent to Padua to 

study law. A�er receiving his doctorate, he returned home and, in 

due �me, told his parents he wished to enter the priesthood. His 

father strongly opposed Francis in this, and only a�er much pa�ent 

persuasiveness on the part of the gentle Francis did his father 

finally consent. Francis was ordained and elected provost of the 

Diocese of Geneva.�

At 35, he became bishop of Geneva. While administering his 

diocese he con�nued to preach, hear confessions, and catechize 

the children. His gentle character was a great asset in winning 

souls. He prac�ced his own axiom, “A spoonful of honey a+racts 

more flies than a barrelful of vinegar.”�

�

Besides his two well�known books, the�Introduc	on to the Devout 

Life�and�A Trea	se on the Love of God, he wrote many pamphlets 

and carried on a vast correspondence. For his wri�ngs, he has been 

named patron of the Catholic Press. His wri�ngs, filled with his 

characteris�c gentle spirit, are addressed to lay people. He wants 

to make them understand that they too are called to be saints. As 

he wrote in�The Introduc	on to the Devout Life: “It is an error, or 

rather a heresy, to say devo�on is incompa�ble with the life of a 

soldier, a tradesman, a prince, or a married woman…. It has 

happened that many have lost perfec�on in the desert who had 

preserved it in the world.”�

Francis de Sales took seriously the words of Christ, “Learn of me for 

I am meek and humble of heart.” As he said himself, it took him 20 

years to conquer his quick temper, but no one ever suspected he 

had such a problem, so overflowing with good nature and kindness 

was his usual manner of ac�ng. His perennial meekness and sunny 

disposition won for him the �tle of “Gentleman Saint.”�
