LENTEN INFTORMATION

LENTEN REGULATIONS

1. Everyone 14 years of age or over is bound to
abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday
and all Fridays of Lent.

2. Everyone 18 years of age and under 59 years of age
is also bound to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday.

3. On these two days of fast and abstinence, only one
full meatless meal is allowed. The other meatless
meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken
according to one’s needs, but altogether they should
not equal another full meal. Eating between meals is
not permitted on these two days, but liquids,
including milk and fruit juices are allowed. When
health or ability to work would be seriously affected,
the obligation of the law is modified. Because Lent is
a special season for all Christians, we should not
lightly excuse ourselves from these penitential
practices.

4. To completely disregard the law of fast and
abstinence is seriously sinful.

HELPING THE HUNGRY DURING LENT

Get the whole family involved this Lent in a way of “giving” instead of “giving
up” during Lent. Follow this Lenten calendar day to day and put aside the item
that applies or add to your shopping list. These donations can be dropped off
in the gathering area in Church or brought to the Parish Center.

Sunday, Apr. 7%
1 box of biscuit mix if you ate a breakfast out this past year.

Monday, Apr. 8"
1 box of tea bags if anyone in the family drinks sweetened tea.

Tuesday, Apr. 9"

1 pkg of paper towels if anyone in your family changes clothes more than
once a day.

Wednesday, Apr. 10™

1 bottle of soda if anyone in your family drinks soda.

Thursday, Apr. 11"

1 bottle of ketchup if anyone in your family had a hotdog in the past month.
Friday, Apr. 12"

1 casserole mix if you wore green on March 17",

Saturday, Apr. 13"

1 boxed pasta dinner if you prepared a crock pot meal this past year.
