Saint Michael the Archangel 
 

Over the past few years, parishioners have inquired about placing an Icon 
of St. Michael the Archangel in the Sanctuary. Now that we, as a parish, 
pray the St. Michael prayer at the end of Mass, and with donations from 
two generous parishioners, the Liturgy committee agreed this would be 
the time to add the Icon in the Sanctuary. The artist who painted the 
Divine Mercy Icon was commissioned to paint the St Michael Icon for us. 
Soon, if not already, the new Icon will be hung in the Sanctuary on the 
north side over the acolytes. 
 

Abbot Damian, the artist of St. Michael, said this about the Icon:  
 

St. Michael is represented here as a warrior-archangel. His red cloak is a symbol of fire 
as suggested by his Hebrew name: “Who is like unto God.” One of the symbols for the 
Divine is fire, and so Archangel Michael is dressed in a fiery robe of red. The white orb 
with the X in it is the world and its atmosphere redeemed by Christ. The long spear 
suggests that, rather than weapons against “flesh and blood,” this is a weapon of faith and 
confidence and power of God for which evil cannot match. Even the spear which appears 
delicate represents God’s absolute power. The Archangels often carry staffs when 
dressing as messengers, but here the staff becomes a spear mounted with the power of the 
cross, for it is “by death that Christ conquered death.”  
 

The Icon is painted with egg tempera and natural pigments. The halo is 
23k gold, and the varnish is pure beeswax. We will have an official 
blessing for this Icon near September 29th, the feast of the Archangels.
