Celebrating St. Peter Claver -
Missionary to African Slaves
Peter Claver was born in 1580 to
wealthy parents in Spain but was
deeply influenced by the missionary
call. He became a Jesuit Priest and at
age 30, he set out for Colombia, at
the time, one of the largest slave
markets in the New World. Peter
knew his role was spiritual service.
Over 10,000 slaves arrived from
West Africa each year, at least a
third did not survive the brutal two-
month trip. When a slave ship
# entered the harbor, Peter would rush
= on board with food, water, and a
human touch. He introduced the
slaves to Christ and at least 300,000
