In 1625, Vincent founded the Congregation of the Mission for the purpose of caring for the poor. Originally priests
B only, the mission expanded to include groups of laity who provided for spiritual and material needs of the poor in
each parish. St. Vincent de Paul is the Patron Saint of Charitable Societies. St. Vincent is sometimes referred to as

PILLAR 2: SESSION 5 - BAPTISM AND CONFIRMATION

Baptism washes us and anoints us with the Grace of God to begin the spiritual journey that follows us our entire life.
We see that Baptism has many effects as we read in the catechism:

1266 The Most Holy Trinity gives the baptized sanctifying grace, the grace of justification:

Enabling them to believe in God, to hope in him, and to love him through the theological virtues;

e  Giving them the power to live and act under the prompting of the Holy Spirit through the gifts of the Holy Spirit;
e  Allowing them to grow in goodness through the moral virtues.

Austin Rahill  Thus, the whole organism of the Christian's supernatural life has its roots in Baptism.

The Sacramental grace is so powerful that it not only transforms us, but transforms the community in grace. Confirmation completes
Baptismal grace and strengthens the gifts of the Holy Spirit within the soul and puts us in full communion (Initiation) with the Church.
The grace of Confirmation fortifies us for the spiritual battle. It “roots us more deeply in the Divine affiliation, unites us to Christ,
increases the gifts of the Holy Spirit, renders our bond with the Church more deeply and gives us a special strength to spread and defend
the faith” (CCC 1303). This spiritual seal (indelible mark) binds us most specifically to the Most Holy Trinity forever!
