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A few shared thoughts from Fr. Bill Conway
Algunos pensamientos compartidos del Padre Bill Conway

Alleluia! Alleluia! The Lord has risen. Let us rejoice
and be glad!

Today the Church celebrates Christ’s victory over sin and death.
While choirs make a joyful noise unto the Lord, I remember my visit
to the Church of the Holy Sepulchre. The church was erected by St.
Helen, the mother of the Roman emperor Constantine, to celebrate the
finding of the true Cross. As one enters the church, immediately to the
right is Golgatha or Calvary. But what gets one’s attention as you
ascend the stairs to Calvary is that there are two, not one calvaries!
One is Byzantine and one is for the Latin Rite. A wonderful testimony
to Christian unity!

As one walks through the church, one notices step ladders hung on
the walls. I remember asking why there were so many ladders
scattered through the church. The answer was that they serve to mark
what part of the church belong to whom — Greek, Latin, Coptic, etc.
What governs this arrangement is oddly enough called the “Status
Quo.” Where the ladder is never the twain shall meet! This
arrangement exists not only in the Church of the Holy Sepulchre but
also the Church of the Nativity in Bethlehem. What is also a curious
part of the history of the Church of the Holy Sepulchre is that for the
last 800 years the keys to the church are entrusted to a Moslem family.
Seems the Christians do not trust one another.

For me the greatest disappointment of my visit to the Holy Land,
the home of the Prince of Peace, was the division that exists among
the Christians, a division that at times spills over into violence. For
me this place is not holy and I suspect that the Lord must weep when
He sees how His body is broken by the division that exists.

Returning to Rome after my visit to the “holy” land, T experienced
the very opposite attending the Sunday noon blessing at the Vatican.
It was like a giant pep rally and celebration of oneness. During my
time in Rome I made it a habit to attend the noon blessing and what I
enjoyed most as I walked around the plaza was the opportunity to
meet and talk with others. I found that many were not Catholic but it
didn’t matter. There was just a wonderful feeling of joy in this
gathering and a thrill that went through the crowd when the Holy
Father appeared at the window to give his blessing. It truly was an
experience of Easter, sadly one I did not experience in Jerusalem.

At the end of this month my time at St. Dominic’s will come to a
close. I have enjoyed my 10 months here and am grateful for the
support I received as your interim pastor. It has been a joy! Over the
past thirty some years I have had the privilege of serving this
community on three occasions going back to the time Fr. Michael
Lane who invited me to begin the Spanish Mass at St. Dominic’s.

I realize that through the years the Spanish Mass has been a cause
of division and at times resentment and that saddens me. St
Dominic’s, like many of our parishes, is gifted in its diversity.

Indeed, in God’s house there are many faces — black, brown, white —
and many languages and cultures. For me the Church we are called to
be is a mosaic of many pieces, shapes and colors that the Divine artist
forms into His very image and likeness.

In my ministry I have always tried to reach out to everyone and to
help them feel at home. For me the Church is home and we are
family. My dream for St Dominic’s is that we reach out to one
another and embrace the gifts that everyone brings to the Table of the
Lord. I am reminded of the hymn that begins with the words “All are
welcome”! On this Easter Day I’1l be singing in my heart the Negro
spiritual “in Christ there is no north or south, no east or west, but one
big family!”

iAleluya! ;Aleluya! El Sefior ha resucitado.
iAlegrémonos y alegrémonos!

Hoy la Iglesia celebra la victoria de Cristo sobre el pecado y la
muerte. Mientras los coros hacen un ruido alegre al Sefor, recuerdo
mi visita a la Iglesia del Santo Sepulcro. La iglesia fue erigida por
Santa Helena, la madre del emperador romano Constantino, para
celebrar el hallazgo de la verdadera Cruz. Cuando uno entra en la
iglesia, inmediatamente a la derecha esta Gélgota o Calvario. Pero lo
que llama la atencion al subir las escaleras al Calvario es que hay dos,
ino un calvario! Uno es bizantino y otro es para el rito latino. jUn
maravilloso testimonio de la unidad de los cristianos!

Mientras uno camina por la iglesia, uno nota escaleras colgadas en
las paredes. Recuerdo haber preguntado por qué habia tantas escaleras
esparcidas por la iglesia. La respuesta fue que sirven para marcar qué
parte de la iglesia pertenece a quién: griego, latin, copto, etc. Lo que
gobierna este arreglo se llama curiosamente el "Status Quo". "jDonde
la escalera estd, los dos no se encontrardn! Este arreglo existe no s6lo
en la Iglesia del Santo Sepulcro sino también en la Iglesia de la
Natividad en Belén. Lo que también es una parte curiosa de la historia
de la Iglesia del Santo Sepulcro es que durante los ultimos 800 afios
las llaves de la iglesia se confian a una familia musulmana. Parece
que los cristianos no confian unos en otros.

Para mi, la mayor decepcion de mi visita a Tierra Santa, hogar del
Principe de paz, fue la division que existe entre los cristianos, una
division que a veces se extiende a la violencia. Para mi este lugar no
es santo y sospecho que el Sefior debe llorar cuando ve como Su
cuerpo es roto por la division que existe.

Al regresar a Roma después de mi visita a la tierra "santa",
experimenté todo lo contrario asistiendo a la bendicion del mediodia
del domingo en el Vaticano. Fue como una reunion gigante y una
celebracion de la unidad. Durante mi tiempo en Roma, hice un habito
asistir a la bendicion del mediodia y lo que mas disfruté mientras
caminaba por la plaza fue la oportunidad de conocer y hablar con
otros. Descubri que muchos no eran catélicos, pero no importaba.
Hubo un maravilloso sentimiento de alegria en esta reunioén y una
emocion que atraveso a la multitud cuando el Santo Padre aparecié en
la ventana para dar su bendicion. Realmente fue una experiencia de
Pascua, tristemente una que no experimenté en Jerusalén.

A finales de este mes, mi tiempo en Sto. Domingo llegara a su fin.
He disfrutado de mis 10 meses aqui y estoy agradecido por el apoyo
que recibi como su pastor interino. jHa sido una alegria! Durante los
ultimos treinta y tantos afos he tenido el privilegio de servir a esta
comunidad en tres ocasiones que se remontan a la €poca en que el
Padre Michael Lane me invitd a comenzar la Misa en espafiol en Sto.
Domingo.

Me doy cuenta de que a través de los afios la misa en espafiol ha
sido motivo de division y a veces de resentimiento y eso me entristece.
Santo Domingo, como muchas de nuestras parroquias, esta dotado de
su diversidad. De hecho, en la casa de Dios hay muchas caras —
negras, morenas, blancas — y muchos idiomas y culturas. Para mi, la
Iglesia que estamos llamados a ser es un mosaico de muchas piezas,
formas y colores que el artista divino forma a su imagen y semejanza.

En mi ministerio siempre he tratado de llegar a todos y ayudarlos a
sentirse como en casa. Para mi la Iglesia es el hogar y nosotros somos
familia. Mi suefio para Santo Domingo es que nos acerquemos unos a
otros y abracemos los dones que todos traen a la Mesa del Sefior. jMe
acuerdo del himno que comienza con las palabras "Todos son
bienvenidos"! En este dia de Pascua estaré cantando en mi corazon el
espiritual negro "jen Cristo no hay norte ni sur, ni este ni oeste, sino
una gran familia!"
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iVen a trabajar en el jardin con nosotros!
