Reception of Holy Communion at Mass 
A great sign of the pilgrim Church on earth is the                              
communion procession  At Christ’s invitation we stream 
forward as believers to share in the sacred meal as                    
countless others have done over the ages.  We join the list 
of loved ones who have gone before us, the saints                           
canonized and those known only to God. 
 
We are the body of Christ, moving forward to receive the 
Christ who makes us one with himself and with one                     
another.  Our procession is a significant religious action, a 
movement of a people who know they have been                            
redeemed by Christ and are coming to receive their God.  
The dignity of receiving Holy Communion should be                    
apparent in our posture.  Great care and patience should 
be taken as we approach the altar.  A hearty “Amen” affirms 
that “yes, we do believe this is the body of Christ.”  When 
we receive on the tongue, we open our mouths, extending 
our tongue, giving the priest or deacon ample room to       
reverently place the Lord. 
 
When we receive on the hand, every attempt should be 
made to use BOTH hands and prepare a throne for our 
King.  Laying one hand flat on top of the other with care 
and dignity assures that the Lord will make it safely from 
the priest’s hands to yours.  It is the duty of the priest to 
place the Lord there and not have Him snatched from the 
hand of the priest.
