Divine Mercy Sunday and how St. John Paul instituted
that feast in the Church from the revelations of Jesus
to St. Maria Faustina. We discussed the Divine Mercy
of Jesus in sacrificing Himself on the cross for us,
and giving us the opportunity to go to purgatory if our
souls are not pure enough for heaven yet so that we can still make it
to heaven for all eternity! We connected this to the diary of St. Ma-
ria Faustina and promises Jesus made:

"I promise that the soul that will venerate this image (of Divine Mercy) will not
perish. | also promise victory aver (its) enemies already here on earth, especially
at the hour of death. | Myself will defend it as My own glory.” (Diary, 48)

“The souls that say this chaplet will be embraced by My mercy during their lifetime
and especially at the four of their death,”(Diary, Ta4)

“When hardened sinners say it | will fill their souls with peace, and the hour of
their death will be a happy one.”(Diary, 1941)

“When they say this chaplet in the presence of the dying, | will stand between My
Father and the dying person, not as a just Judge but as a merciful Savior.” (Diary,
1341)

“Whoever will recite it will receive great mercy at the hour of death,”(Diary, B87)

“Ihe prayer most pleasing to Me is prayer for the conversion for simners. Kiow,
my daughter, that this prayer is always heard and answered.”(Diary, 1397)

‘At three oTlock, implore My mercy, especially for sinners; and, if only for a brief
mament, immerse yourself in My Passion, particularly in My abandonment at the
moment of agony...] will refuse nothing to the soul that makes a request of Me in
virtug of My Passion.”(Diary, 1320; also, cf. Diary, 1572)

“Souls who spread the honor of My mercy..at the hour of death | will not be a
Judge far them, but the Merciful Saviar.” (Diary, 1073)

We connected this theme with the Scripture passage from our Bibles and how
much we need to pray for mercy for our world today because God is offended by
the culture of death, hedonism, and utilitarianism in our society. Thank you Karen
Kokjohn for speaking to us of how we can get involved with the Right to Life group
in our Parish and how to build a culture of life. Through mercy and forgiveness we
can change our culture through prayer and good warks, by being generous with
others and forgiving them just as we need to be forgiven:
