REBUILDING HOLY FAMILY PARISH

When the authors arrived at their new parish (Nativity), they found the parish’s purpose to be one
of “maintenance of the status quo: meeting members wherever they were to help them comfortably
stay there. Nativity enabled and even encouraged members to remain demanding consumers, and
ignored everybody else.

Nativity was sinking into irrelevance because they had no vision for reaching the lost and no plan
for the spiritual growth and maturity of their members. There was no understanding of even the need
for life-change, much less how to effect it. . .

The purpose of Nativity is to challenge churchpeople (regular people sitting in the pews) and seek
lost people in order to help all of them become a community of growing disciples. Disciples are stu-
dents who are growing to love God and love others as Jesus taught us.

« It’s not about a place; it's about a person.

« - It’s not about fulfilling obligations or simply supplying the sacraments; it's about following a person
on a path.

« It's not about programs or services, or even service; it's about steps along that path of growth.

In other words, it's about conversion and then ongoing conversion. ~A disciple is growing beyond
the sin and the self-defeating behaviors that go with being lost and then beyond the selfishness of
consumer religion. A disciple willingly sets out on a path of more and more dying to sin and selfish-
ness so that Christ may live in him or her. That is going to involve action.”

Are we a parish of consumers or disciples? Do you come to Mass to praise and worship God, to re-
ceive Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament; or do you come to Mass to fulfill your Sunday obligation, be-
cause your parents made you and you still continue out of habit? Are you seeking to follow Jesus’
example of love and service to others; or do you just want to do your own thing, and be left alone?

Sunday Mass is essential to the Catholic Christian. Without Mass, we can’t receive Jesus in Holy
Communion. Without Mass, we can’t be strengthened for the week ahead. Without Mass, we can’t
be surrounded by our brothers and sisters in Christ, sharing in the divine supper of our Lord Jesus
Christ.

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A BIBLICAL WALK THROUGH THE MASS

Greeting: “The Lord be with you”

“From a biblical perspective, “The Lord be with you’ is
no ordinary greeting.” It's not simply a 'good morning’
exchange. “If we truly understood the Scriptural back-
ground to these words, we might approach the liturgy
with more fear and trembling.

On a basic level, these words convey the reality of
Jesus’ presence with the community of believers assem-
bled in his name, for Jesus said that “when two or three
are gathered in my name, there am | in their midst”. (vt
1820)  This liturgical greeting also expressed the pro-
found reality of God’s life dwelling within our souls by
virtue of our baptism. With these words, the priest is
praying that the divine life we received may continue to
grow within us.”

These words were also spoken to countless heroes
throughout the Bible. They were “called by God to a
daunting mission - a mission that stretched the individual
beyond his “comfort zone” and forced him to rely on God
as never before. And the future of God's people was
dependent on how well this individual answered the call
and played his part.” Think of Isaac and Jacob; Moses
and Joshua; King David, the prophet Jeremiah, and the
Blessed Virgin Mary. “All of them heard this message at
pivotal moments in their lives.” None of these heroes
thought they were worthy. None of them thought they
were capable. All of them had questions, but all of them
ultimately trusted in God to lead them where He wanted
them to go.

Are you God’s next hero? Can God make you wor-
thy of his calling? Can God make you capable? Do you
trust God to lead you? If you trust; God can; and you
will be His next hero.

4. Come on out, you Bathroom Singers

Take the hymn book and sing along. Understand the words
you are singing. Don’t worry if you have no talent for singing;
most people don’t. The ones who do are usually in the choir.
Can you imagine how bored you would be if you went to a
concert and didn’t know any of the songs? Exactly! Taking
part in the proceedings, even if you don’t get much out of it
initially, goes a long way. Don't expect quick results.

9. A Tweeting Exercise

‘Homilies are so boring!” How often have | heard that! Turns
out, most times they are not; in fact they are usually pretty
interesting and the priest has probably put in a lot of effort
preparing it. If you get bored during lectures in school or
college or watching the evening news or scrolling through
your Facebook feed, chances are that the problem is with
you! Give yourself an exercise. Listen to the homily and try
to capture the essence of it in 140 characters or less. Then,
after Mass, tweet it. It's harder than you think.

6. It'sa 167-to-1

Remember that the Eucharist is Thanksgiving and if you are
just a Sunday Church-goer, then you are giving God your
full attention for 1 hour only or less. The rest of the 167
hours each week, God gives you as a gift and doesn't step
in your way. Ask yourself how many good things you have
received from the Lord. Isn’t it right and just that we
spend one hour each week worshiping the Creator with all
our hearts?

7. A Perfect 7 — Mary

The final word belongs to Mary, Queen of heaven and earth
and our Mother. Ask Mary to intercede for you during Mass.
Pray to her for guidance and strength. She was always by
Our Lord’s side and she will remain by yours as well. No hu-
man being understands you better than Mary does.

Follow these 7 steps and you will slowly find the beauty of the
Eucharist opening up before you. As with any other activity,
this too will take time. Don’t expect to be charged up on the
first Sunday itself. All great tastes develop in time and with
patience. You cannot make great music on the first day. Nei-
ther was Rome built in a day.
