Catechesis of the Good Shepherd (CGS) for Grades 3k-5" as well as 2" Grade Sacramental Prepara-
tion classes will have parent meetings in the Parish Hall on October 3™ at 9:00 am or October 4" at
6:00 pm. One parent from each family is asked to attend one of these parent-only meetings.

Students in CGS (K3-5") will begin the year with a “staggered start” beginning October 10/11.
Because CGS is based on a “hands-on” approach to learning using the Montessori Method, each
~session will be divided into two groups for the initial start of the year.

One half of your child’s class will start Oct. 10/11 the other half will begin Oct. 17/18. Students will
attend class each week after their initial start date.
