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From the Pastor’s Desk...

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Bishop Conlon has asked all pastors to play an audio message from him regarding proposed
legislation in Illinois that seeks to broaden the availability of abortion, including repealing the
mandatory parental notification for minors seeking abortion. (This would mean that a girl under 18
would need her parent’s consent before a school nurse could give her an aspirin, but would not need
it to have an abortion!) The new legislation would also remove any grounds that doctors now have
for refusing to perform abortions. I know that the topic may not be suitable for some of our young
children, and that some of you, as parents, are not yet ready to have the conversation about abortion
with your children. (Itis sad that elected officials get elected on platforms that we don’t dare mention
to our children - but I digress!) The mere mention of the word “abortion” may prompt a question from your child that you
are not yet prepared to answer. So I have transcribed the entire two-and-a-half minute message below for you to review
and decide for yourself whether or not it is suitable for your children. Next weekend we will play the recording AT THE END
of all the Masses, just before the final blessing. This will give you an opportunity to slip out if, in your judgment, it may be
disturbing for your child.

Here is the two-and-a-half minute message in its entirety:

“Hello, I am Bishop Daniel Conlon, your bishop in the Diocese of Joliet. I would like to share an important message with you.
The state of [llinois is currently facing a crisis far greater than anything economic. It is truly a matter of life and death.
Legislation is being considered in the Illinois General Assembly that would permit abortion anytime during pregnancy;
right up to the moment of natural birth - all nine months. An abortion could be performed by medical personnel other than
doctors. Parental notification - when the mother is a minor - would be eliminated. Killing a fetus in the mother’s womb,
through an act of violence, would no longer be considered a crime. Abortion would be defined as a fundamental right, and
the Abortion Performance Refusal Act would be repealed, meaning that rights of conscience, especially religious objections -
refusing to cooperate with abortions — will be lost.

We all know that premature babies are born every day. They go on to lead full and healthy lives. Yet the legislation being
considered in Springfield would treat a baby, even ten minutes before a normal birth, as nothing.

I need your help in convincing our elected officials that this proposed legislation is just plain wrong. Your parish bulletin,
and the Diocese of Joliet website provide information to help you contact your own senators and representatives.
Encourage others to do the same. Human lives depend on it. Dietrich Bonhoeffer, a courageous critic of Nazism wrote,
‘Silence in the face of evil is itself evil. God will not hold us guiltless. Not to speak, is to speak.” God bless you.”
