Fr. Dan Hoehn — FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

On this Feast of the Holy Family, I am reminded that the Second Vatican Council
referred to the family as the “cell” of society. Just as the health of any living organism
depends upon the health of the individual cells, so too does the health of society depend
upon the health of families. A member of a family is valuable because he or she is a son
or a daughter, a brother or sister; a mother, father, grandmother, grandfather — not
because of what he or she can produce. In a healthy family, the thought of eliminating a
person because he or she poses a hardship or is unproductive would be unthinkable. In our unhealthy
culture, such thinking is accepted by many as reasonable. How do such mistaken ideas flourish? It is
because of the breakdown of the family.

In the Opening Prayer of today’s Mass we asked the Father to “help us to imitate the Holy Family in
practicing the virtues of family life in the bonds of charity”. Let us reaffirm here our commitment to
be a leaven of respect and love in the world around us.

May Mary, who courageously opened her heart to God’s mysterious plan, and became the Mother of
all believers, guide and sustain us by her prayers. May she obtain for us and our families the grace to

open our ears to that word of the Lord which has the power to build us up (cf. Acts 20:32), to inspire

courageous decisions, and to guide our feet into the path of peace!
