Dear Friends, 
I think we have happiness wrong at times. We feel that if we 
work hard enough, if we push ourselves and get things in  
order, we will find happiness. Then life in its usual way throws 
us a curve ball, and we find ourselves questioning, doubting 
that we did wrong and are being punished; or, at times, what 
God did wrong and why doesn’t he care. 
 
That’s why I love the gospel exhortation this Sunday to be like 
kids.
