Share Prayer

In the binder that was given to those who went through the ALPHA leader training was a sheet put out
by the Diocese of Green Bay titled, “Share Prayer”, and | would like to share some of this with you.

Share Prayer is an easy way to pray with and for someone in a simple, non-threatening manner.
Some might find it to be a bit intimidating when you first try it. | know | did. Please try and keep an open
mind and heart.

Picture this: You are in the grocery store and as you go down an aisle you see someone you are
acquainted with. You stop and the two of you exchange pleasantries and then, within the conversation,
this person proceeds to tell you about a certain health issue they themselves are dealing with, or they tell
you about someone else they know that is struggling. Listen to them, let them tell you what is going on,
let them vent. Then what happens many times is, this person will ask you to keep them or the person they are talking about
in your prayers. And if they don’t ask, you might offer to keep them in prayer. Then you go about your business, get to the
next aisle in the store, and this person and their problem slips right out of your mind. When that happens we tend to forget
them in our prayers. Imagine this: When this person asks for prayers, you say to them, “Can | pray for/with you now?” [t
might startle them a bit and they might say no and that is ok. Just assure them you will pray for them. But, they might say
yes, and welcome your prayer with them at that time.

Here are some suggestions: First, if they will allow, put a hand on their shoulder or take their hand in yours, whatever you
both feel comfortable with. Take a moment to allow the Holy Spirit to guide you in what you say. Thank God for this person
you are praying with and for God’s blessing upon them. “Thank you for (name) your son/daughter of Christ.” Then ask God
for what the person needs, for example: “We ask you to heal (name) or the person they are asking for prayers. We ask you
to help him/her in their struggles at this time.” Then thank God for what He is doing. “Thank you, Lord Jesus for revealing
yourself to us” or “Thank you for your blessings on (name) and his/her family or the person who needs prayers”. Finish with
“We ask this through Jesus, our Lord”, or “We ask this in Jesus’ name. Amen.” You could say a “Glory Be” or an “Our
Father” if you would like.

“Share Prayer” gets easier with time, and as we feel more comfortable, we will probably be more apt to offer it. We will
also be more apt to remember them in our personal prayer. St. Paul writes: “I constantly pray with you in every one of my

prayers for all of you... because | hold you in my heart’ (Phi/ 7:4, 7)” a

In God’s time, according to his plan and will, | was brought O
here to serve you. | have been experiencing your love, care, and hospitality in great measure for the -
past 3 years. | sincerely thank God for the great opportunity given to me to come and serve you since 4
September, 2016. It was a new experience for me to come to a faraway country, leaving my family,
Norbertine Community, and people whom | served for 16 years. It was indeed a great sacrifice that | had
to make and | took up this challenge very positively for the good of my Norbertine Community in India
and De Pere, and for the good of this parish family. | had to make many adjustments, to serve as a
priest in a place totally alien to me with different culture, language, food, weather, and way of functioning as a parish priest. |
know that for you, too, it was a big challenge and adjustment with the pastoral transition from a native, vibrant, spirit-filled,
holy priest, Fr. Tim, to a foreign priest from India! | understand that some people left this parish with the pastoral transition. |
understand well my limitations in many areas, especially in understanding your expectations and serving you what you
wanted. | am sincerely sorry and apologize for all that. | always experienced the constant and powerful guidance of the Holy
Spirit all throughout my life and ministry here. | am going back to India for good, not because | don't like to serve you, rather
you need to get better pastoral care, and that | will be able to serve better in India. | made this very important decision after
having spent a few months in prayer and consultation with my Norbertine Community at De Pere and India. Therefore, it is a
decision from heaven.

Probably, for some of you, my coming here as your pastor was disappointing! Also for some, my leaving this place is
disappointing! The reality of our life is, that at times, we get what we do not expect or desire. | am grateful to each of you who
accepted me, loved me, and cared for me as | am, with all my strengths and weaknesses. | have learned so many good
things for my life from all of you, which will definitely help in my future life and mission as a servant of God. You helped me
so much to grow in Jesus and towards heaven. | owe to you, dear friends. | am indebted to you, my dear brothers and
sisters. It was in God'’s eternal plan, for me and you, that | should be your associate pastor for ten months and pastor for two
years. | believe that | have accomplished the mission entrusted to me. Though | will miss you all physically so much, you will
be dearly remembered in my humble prayers and daily Holy Mass.

You may be wondering what my next assignment is. | believe strongly that | should be spending the rest of my life as a priest
in serving the poorest children in India. Together with the Norbertine community in India | wish to be fully engaged in bringing
greater hope to the poorest of the poor children in India in the field of their education. We wish to open a school with
boarding facilities for the most under privileged and marginalized children. There are thousands of children in our country
who have no access to good education, who live in darkness. They have no means to have a bright future. These children
are orphans, single parented, children from troubled family back ground, whose parents do not have proper regular income,
children whose parents are divorced but have no money for education, children of aids patients and so on...

Humble request to you: It is a mega project of 2 million dollars! Humanly speaking it is impossible, but our God is one who
makes all things possible for his glory, if we trust in him. God has blessed you immeasurably. My Norbertine community in
India needs your support for the realization of this project. First of all, pray for us and our mission for the poorest children.
Secondly, be kind enough to share your gifts towards this project. Those of you who support this project will be remembered
in the prayers of the children who will be benefitted by this humanitarian project. Those who are willing to support this noble
cause in some way, please contact me, and | will be glad to share with you more information and the ways and means to be
partners in this global mission. No pressure at all. | will be glad to visit you once a year to share with you concretely about
the growth and development of this project, if this proposal is okay for you.

Who will be next? | know you are eager to know who will succeed me as your new pastor. One of the priest from St. Norbert
Abbey will be appointed as your new parish priest. It will be announced to you before Easter. May God help you and

me to see God’s holy will in this pastoral transition and accept it wholeheartedly.

Reverencing the Tabernacle

With having the Tabernacle in the main body of the
church for the past year, we all need to be reminded of
when and how to reverence the Blessed Sacrament within
the Tabernacle. Upon entering the church sanctuary, either
at the Baptismal Font or as we enter into the pew, we
should face the tabernacle and either genuflect (going down
on one knee) or bow. We also need to bow or genuflect
anytime we pass in front of the Tabernacle. For example, a
lector who might sit on the North side of the church would
need to pass in front of the Tabernacle, when they get in
front the front they should turn towards the tabernacle and
bow.
