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Dear Friends,

As | write this column for the weekend bulletin, | am just departing a beautiful Confirmation
Mass that was celebrated by our 48 Confimandi, together with their sponsors, parents, extended
family members, our parishioners, Bishop Ricken, and me. | found the celebration to be most joyful;
so many of you remained in church long after the celebration to pose for pictures and to spend
special moments conversing with one another.

| am well aware of all of the work that was expended behind the scenes to allow for such a
wonderful celebration to come together. | am grateful for those who were in the church on Saturday
to decorate for the Mass. The sanctuary and narthex looked so impressive. | was a bit amazed
when | walked into Lourdes on Saturday afternoon and saw how wonderful our church looked; | am
grateful that the space appeared so welcoming and inviting. Further, | am aware that several of our
musicians sang and played musical instruments at several of our Masses so that we had ample musicians to cover all three
weekend celebrations. Thanks for making such a delightful “noise unto the Lord.” Please be sure to take some time to rest
your vocal chords and get ready for offering your wonderful talents once again!

Further, our parish is blessed by many catechists who so freely offer their time and talent to serve as educators and
mentors to our parish youth. | was able to meet many of you at preparatory meetings over the past two weeks. Thank you
for such selfless service to the parish at-large, and to our students in particular. And all of this activity falls under the
capable direction of Traci LaCrosse and Gwen VanAsten. After the Confirmation Mass, Bishop Ricken was quick to honor
the efforts of these two; he was inspired by how beautifully the morning flowed.

Thanks, finally, to our parishioners who received the Sacrament and who freely offered their “fiat” to this blessed
commitment! It was a pleasure to meet all of these students just shortly after my arrival. Lourdes is blessed by your
presence among us, certainly; thanks is also extended to their parents, “the first teachers of the faith,” for bringing their sons
and daughters to this moment. After making such a commitment, not unlike the commitment to Marriage or Priesthood, the
journey now begins in a very real and profound way. Dear Confirmandi and parents: “Let your ‘yes’ mean ‘yes,’ and your
‘no’ mean ‘no’!” Our parish offers you any number of opportunities to practice what you have publicly proclaimed in Sacred
Vows this past weekend.

I'd also like to take just a moment to expand further on two added opportunities that will hopefully enhance the prayerful
and sacramental life at Lourdes: the addition of an extra opportunity for Reconciliation -- and for Mass. Since my return
‘home,’ | have enjoyed engaging in the Sacrament of Reconciliation on Friday mornings and on Saturday afternoons, just
prior to the Vigil Mass. | think it is important to offer an additional time that a larger demographic of parishioners and area
Catholics can take advantage of the Sacrament. As such, the Sacrament will now be offered also on Wednesday
afternoons (in the Reconciliation Chapel) from 3:00 PM until 5:00 PM. | am hoping that many take advantage of this added
opportunity: if | could adequately describe the look and disposition that | encounter as one enters the confessional as
compared to how they leave, our confessional would be filled each week — just as it was when | offered the same
opportunity during my previous pastorate at Old Saint Joe’s. Know that “I'll leave a light on for you!”

And finally, I'd like to address the addition of a new Sunday night Mass. When wrapping my mind around my return to
Lourdes, | realized immediately that this parish IS NOT BROKEN! In fact, Lourdes seems to be a very vibrant, hospitable
place where people really enjoy being here! | am amazed by how many people are generously evangelizing the Church’s
Mission here in very provocative ways. And yet, during my interviews with our Confirmandi, | was saddened to learn that
many of these students were “not able to attend Mass” here at Lourdes due to family travels, their commitment to sports, or
uncompromising work schedules that extend into Saturday nights and begin early on Sunday. | realize that this was also the
case when | served here originally: we are all very busy people who must make choices between so many goods. If |
maintain, and | do, that our commitment to Church and its expectations is of preeminent importance, well then, | need to
open up opportunities for our people to be here. As | stated at Mass two weekends ago. ‘I will make it very easy for our
folks to attend Mass. [ will also make it difficult for our members to not be here!” Please realize that | am smiling as | make
such a bold assertion!

So, beginning 3 October 2021, we will add a 6:00 PM Sunday night Mass to our weekend Mass schedule. This Mass will
be of a different nature; some might consider it a “Low Mass” as we used to say. | prefer to characterize it as a, “quiet and
contemplative,” Mass. | believe that the unique nature of this Mass, in particular, complements the time of day. As we draw
our weekend to a close and reflect on all that lies ahead on Monday morning, | think it makes psychological sense to slow
things down just a bit and offer a time for prayerful, quiet reflection. Given we will now have four weekend Masses, it is most
appropriate that we can offer different styles of worship at different times of the weekend. I'll state more about that later, but
for now, be prepared for something different: quiet, contemplative, candlelight setting... all to take place in the Saint Mike’s
Chapel. Let’s give it our best, and we will evaluate this offering at the conclusion of 2021.

Next weekend, | will share more thoughts with you; not as ‘liturgically-focused’ as this writing has been, but | will share
with you thoughts about our educational commitment to our youth, and with that will come a challenge and an invitation.
Until then, take care and know of my thoughts and prayers for you. It is a joy to be here with you!

SAINT OF THE WEEK

St. Francis of Assisi (1181 - 1226) left a life of
luxury for a life devoted to Christianity after
reportedly hearing the voice of God, who
commanded him to rebuild the Christian
church and live in poverty. He founded the
men's Order of Friars Minor, the women's
Order of 5t. Clare, the Third Order of St. Francis
and the Custody of the Holy Land,

Born in 1181 in ltaly, St, Francis of Assisi was
renawned for drinking and partying as a youth.
During a military expedition/battle between
Assisi and Perugia, he was captured and
imprisoned for ransom, He spent nearly a year
in prison and began receiving visions from
God. After his release from prison, St. Francis of
Assisi claimed to have heard the voice of Christ,
who told him to restore the Christian Church
and live a life of poverty. As a result, St. Francis
of Assisi abandoned his life of luxury and
became a devotee of the Catholic faith.

Today, St. Francis of Assisi, known for his deep
love of nature and animals, is the patron saint
of the environment and animals. Each October,
many animals are blessed on his feast day.
