Dear Friends at Saint Mary’s Immaculate Conception 
Parish and Saint Frances Cabrini Parish:  
 

Praised be Jesus Christ!  And, a Blessed Easter!  
 

It can be said that the Easter Season is the season of 
the Sacraments.  Not only do all of the readings of the 
lectionary for this time of the year reinforce the 
teaching that the presence of Christ abides in His 

Church, and therefore in the Sacraments, but our sacramental 
schedule this time of the year makes the same point.  This is often a 
heavy time of the year for Baptisms, First Communions, 
Confirmations, and Ordinations.  Christ is alive, and His life is 
given through the rituals of the Church.  
 

This is a good lead-in to a little update or refresher on the 
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick.  The roots of this healing 
sacrament lie in the healing ministry of Jesus Christ who came to 
push back evil and death in all of its forms.  The power over 
sickness and death is a manifestation of the in-breaking of the 
Kingdom of God and of the restoration of all creation.  The New 
Testament makes it clear that the Lord entrusted the Church, most 
especially the priests, with this same ministry of healing, thereby 
instituting the Sacrament of the Sick.   
 

What does Anointing of the Sick do?  It brings forgiveness of sins 
for those who are no longer able to confess their sins, it binds the 
sick person even more closely to the crucified and risen Lord, and it 
grants whatever healing is most needed for salvation. Some times 
that is physical healing, and most of the time it is a healing from the 
fear and anxiety that comes with serious illness.  
 

Who can receive the Anointing of the Sick?  This is a matter of 
some controversy today among priests and theologians.  We have 
gotten very casual about it in recent decades.  The ritual states it 
should be given to those who are “seriously ill.”  It can be given 
before surgery if “a serious illness is the reason for the surgery.”  
The elderly can be anointed “if they have become notably 
weakened even though no serious illness is present.”  The 
approaching time of death is also a very appropriate time to receive 
the Sacrament.  Once a person has already died they CANNOT be 
anointed.  Priests are to use “prudential judgment” to decide how 
serious the illness in question is and whether or not an anointing is 
truly necessary.   

 

What the ritual suggests is that receiving the Anointing of the Sick 
should not be a regular thing but rather something reserved for 
exceptional situations of declining health.  It does not make sense 
to receive it, for example, once a month whenever the parish offers 
it unless it is the case that one’s condition has noticeably changed.  
It does not make sense to receive it for chronic illnesses unless the 
condition changes or is clearly getting worse as time is passing. It 
does not make sense to receive it for what I would call the general 
aches and pains of life.   
 

The Church never wants to deprive anyone of needed healing 
which is why the language about when to receive it is intentionally 
vague and left up to the discretion of the priest.  It is a great 
blessing that so many who need the Sacrament do take advantage of 
it.  On the other hand, the Church also wants to avoid a 
misunderstanding of it and what could be called a cheapening of its 
real meaning through its over use or needless use.  Sacraments 
cannot be casual things.  So this is a rather delicate balancing act in 
our practice.  If perhaps you have questions about whether or not 
your health situation truly requires the Sacrament, please feel free 
to fill the priest in on some of the particulars of your situation to the 
extent that you are comfortable sharing.   
 

Because the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick only belongs 
within the Mass in some unique and exceptional circumstances, or 
specific feast days, we are no longer offering the Anointing of the 
Sick DURING the Sunday Masses at Saint Mary’s.  We will now 
be offering it right after the 7:30am and 9:30am Masses on the last 
Sunday of each month, all throughout the year.  After Mass is a 
more appropriate pastoral and liturgical setting for it given its 
circumstances.  If it is necessary to be anointed, please make your 
way to the front pews of the church, near the baptismal font, and 
wait after the Mass for the priest to come to pray with you.  
 

Of course anyone is welcome to contact the parish offices or the 
priests at any time, day or night, if there is an emergency situation 
that requires an anointing and we will be happy to come to pray and 
give the Sacrament.

NOMINATIONS FOR THE POSITION OF TRUSTEE-SECRETARY 
 The rules governing election of parish trustees come from Wisconsin State Statue 187.19 which stipulates that trustees are to be elected 
“from the congregation.”  Directives regarding election of trustees are contained in the Parish Corporate Bylaws.  Parishes must follow 
these stipulations in order to comply with civil requirements. 
 Nominations for the position of Trustee-Secretary of the corporation of Immaculate Conception Congregation are currently 
being accepted.  Applications must be submitted to the Parish Office by May 31, 2019. 
 The qualifications/responsibilities of applicants for the position of Trustee-Secretary include: 
·         Must be a registered member of the parish and a practicing Catholic 
·         Must be at least 25 years of age 
·         Must serve a term of two years 
·         Must be approved by the Archbishop of Milwaukee (or Administrator of the Diocese) 
·         Must serve as an ex-officio member of the parish council and participate fully in the work of the council 
·         Must be willing to oversee the official records, proceedings and communication of the parish 
·         Must serve as an ex-officio member of the Finance & Administrative Service Committee 
·         Must  be nominated in writing by 10 or more members of the parish 
·         The pastor can nominate one candidate per opening 
 Incumbent Trustee –Secretary Mary Swosinski will be concluding her current two-year term. 
 Father Nathan has nominated Mary Swosinski and she has agreed to serve in this position for another two-year term. 
 Additional nomination forms are available in the Parish Office. 
 The official election for the position of Trustee-Secretary is scheduled to take place on the weekend of June 15 & 16, 2019.
