caring for God’s creation THIS WEEK’S STEWARDSHIP RECOMMENDATION:

Reduce outdoor watering waste.

Experts estimate that 50 percent of the water we use outdoors
goes to waste from evaporation, wind, or runoff due to
overwatering. Frequent lawn watering is expensive and often
unnecessary. A typical lawn only needs about one inch of water
per week to survive. So if there is no rain, water every 6-8 days
to reduce your water bill. A best practice: water for 15 minutes
then allow the water to soak in for a while and repeat 3-4 times,
lessening waste of water run-off. This deeper soaking technique
encourages the roots to grow deeper and be more drought
resistant. Water early in the morning or at sunset to reduce loss
from evaporation. Check the spigots for leaks.
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
