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From the Desk of the Parish Administrator
Dear Parishioners,

Having looked at the meaning given to marriage by the Creator, the sacredness of the bond of marriage,
and the constitutive elements of the marriage promises, | now want to cast a glance at the practical
requirements for a Catholic wedding ceremony.

In the past year, you mostly likely paid some attention to the barn wedding venue liqueur license debate.

Given the meteoric (and unfortunate, might | add) decline in small dairy farms in Wisconsin, a growing number of innovative
entrepreneurs have renovated their empty barns to become wedding venues. While | claim no competency to decide
whether these folks need a liqueur license, the debate did peak my interest for another reason. Like it or not, more and
more couples are not only selecting barns for their wedding receptions, but also for their ceremonies.

As | explained two weeks ago, the Catholic Church considers marriage to be something very sacred, that is, a Sacrament.
The wedding ceremony is meant to reflect the sacredness of marriage in every way possible. Hence the reason why | am a
bit concerned about barn weddings.

The Church in the western world has consistently held that the mutual (and integral) consent of one man and one woman
“makes” a marriage bond. Centuries ago, it was fairly common for couples to elope and exchange private vows. These
clandestine marriages were problematic for a host of reasons. To avoid the complications caused by clandestine
marriages, even before the state stepped in to regulate marriage, the Church stepped in and began to require “canonical
form” for Catholics seeking marriage. Although it’s been modified slightly over the centuries, the Church retains canonical
form to this day.

The current Code of Canon Law reads as such: “Only those marriages are valid which are contracted in the presence of the
local Ordinary or parish priest or of the priest or deacon delegated by either of them, who, in the presence of two
witnesses, assists, in accordance however with the rules set out in the following canons.” The “following canons” provide the
“form” that you have witnessed anytime you attended a wedding before a Catholic priest/deacon in a Catholic Church.

While this form is standard, the local bishop (acting as a successor of the Apostles) sometimes will make case-by-case
exceptions when a Catholic is marrying a non-Catholic. For example, while extremely rare, when there are grave
circumstances meriting the decision, the local bishop may grant dispensation from form prior to the ceremony for a wedding
to take place outside of a church and without a priest/deacon present. The local bishop can also grant dispensation for a
wedding to take place at a non-Catholic church with special significance to the non-Catholic party. This dispensation is
granted fairly often. For example, a Catholic can marry a Lutheran (if the spouses participate in the Catholic preparation
process and the Catholic spouse agrees to raise the children Catholic) in the Lutheran Church.

| would imagine that some of you are hearing this all for the first time. And so | need to make this request: If you have not
followed Catholic form for your marriage and did not receive dispensation ahead of time, | would ask you to please
contact me (or another priest) so we can have a discussion about your particular situation.

Undoubtedly, some may perceive the requirement to have a Catholic ceremony as stringent and perhaps not ecumenical.
So why does the Church require it, especially given that nowadays the state keeps good record of marriage? Several
reasons come to mind. First, | don’t believe it is unreasonable to mandate canonical form given that every organization,
which provides for its members and offers them special services, acts similarly by maintaining requirements that it believes
benefit its members. Secondly, canonical form permits the Church to offer pastoral wedding preparation to couples, which
is indispensable given the rather lacking formation subtlety offered by our contemporary culture. In our country, the state
has adopted a new definition of marriage that is at odds with the definition derived from natural law, supported by stable
civilizations for millennia, and affirmed by Christ. That being the case, we cannot singularly rely upon the state to supply
marriage form. During the preparation process, the Church can also determine that the couple’s forthcoming consent will be
integral, which is very important. Thirdly, and most importantly, the Catholic wedding ceremony most perfectly coincides
with the meaning of the marriage that is contracted. As a sacrament, marriage is an irrevocable bond of love and life that
reflects Christ’s spousal love for the Church and offers a unique grace to thrive in marriage and family life. Here we see
clearly that the requirement to follow canonical form is not merely about following the rules: it's about celebrating marriage
in the most fitting and appropriate way possible, namely, before God, whose grace makes marriage into the beautiful
covenant of love that it truly is.
