Dear Parishioners of Holy Cross,

Happy New Year and Happy Epiphany!

“Christ is the light of the nations!”1 With these words, 
the Second Vatican Council succinctly proclaimed 
what we celebrate in today’s beautiful feast. The 
Epiphany in fact contains three great mysteries of our 
faith: the star of Bethlehem leading the Magi, Christ’s 
first miracle at the wedding feast at Cana, and the 
revelation of Christ’s Divine Sonship at His Baptism by 
John. All three events show us that Jesus Christ is the 
Savior, not just for one select group, but for all peoples.

Our world, our lives, can so often seem to be over-
shadowed by darkness. But St. John the Evangelist re-
minds us that “the Light shines in the darkness, and the 
darkness has not overcome it,” (John 1:5). The reason 
for this is that the true Light, “who enlightens every 
man,” (John 1:9), has become one of us in the Incar-
nation, and has conquered sin and death in His Death 
and Resurrection.

This feast exhorts us to ask ourselves: do we really be-
lieve that Christ, and nothing else, is the light? Do we 
believe that in Him alone we can find the meaning of 
life, true joy, and lasting peace? Do we believe that 
everyone we encounter, especially those who we 
may be tempted to cast aside, were created to enjoy 
the light of Christ?

Regardless of whatever new year’s resolutions we 
hope to strive for in 2022, let’s all resolve to make Jesus 
Christ, the Light of the World, the very center of our 
lives throughout the year.
