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A message from Fr. Doug...

Dear Parishioners,

"The Kingdom of God is Like..." In explaining the reign (Kingdom) of God, Jesus in the Gospel of Matthew uses
ordinary objects like seeds and light, salt, and yeast. He used everyday work like farming, fishing, and baking to
help people of the time, and us, to understand the new life that comes with the reign of God.

What is the Kingdom of God like to you today? Look around your room, house, and city. What object or way of
life comes to mind? Then, try to imagine how Jesus might have used that object to describe the reign of God
unfolding in our midst.

For example, a cell phone, "The Kingdom of God is like my cell phone, it connects me to everyone else in the
world no matter who or where [ am." An air conditioner, "The Kingdom of God is like an a/c unit, it keeps me
cool in the hot moments of the day and night." A road sign giving miles to the next town, "The Kingdom of God
is like a road sign, it tells me just how close or far [ am from God."

I encourage you to use this idea to extend the Gospels of these past weeks into your lives in a deeper way. Know
that each example will have its limitations, but look beyond them and see the Kingdom of God in our midst.

The Kingdom of God is like "Mass on the Grass". A pandemic cannot keep us from creatively finding safe ways
to gather for the Eucharist. I encourage you to plan to join us for Mass next Saturday at 4:00 p.m. at the Grand
site parking lot and grassy field area, bring your lawn chair, mask, and sunglasses. You might also plan ahead
and purchase your ticket for the pig roast dinner, packaged to go so you can eat it at the parish or take it home.
(Note that it is not required to purchase the meal ticket ahead of time.) Hot dogs, desserts, and beverages will also
be available for sale.

This weekend, we say goodbye to Fr. José and Fr. Bill. I am grateful for their ministry among us. They both
brought new ways of doing ministry to our parish. It was Fr. Jose's idea to do the "Morning Cafe with the
Priests." It was Fr. Bill that could inform us about the lives of the saints. He was great at telling the saint
stories. Blessings to both of these good priests as they move to their own parishes. The Kingdom of God is like
these two priests, who after a year or two of ministry, set out for their own new area to spread the good news of
Jesus Christ, thus spreading the Kingdom of God to the ends of the earth (well at least to a edges of the
