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The Sacred Scriptures this weekend speaks to us about the
need to be able to forgive as we trust and hope that God will
forgive us. It is one more reminder that we are to love as God
loves. This is the banner under which we follow the Lord.
One symbol that reminds us how much love God has for us is
the Jerusalem Cross. The large cross surrounded by four
smaller crosses represent the five wounds of Christ in His Passion, the
marks of His love. This is also the symbol that represents the Holy Land,
the land that our Master made holy by His life and ministry there.

Every year the Holy Father asks that a special collection be taken
on Good Friday to support the people and sacred places of the Holy Land.
This year, due to the pastoral shut-down and restrictions of COVID-19 the
annual collection was not taken. While some people did choose to send in
their support of this annual collection already, the Diocese of Rockford
and [ are asking people who have not had a chance to support this worth-
while investment in the Holy Land to please prayerfully consider helping
this coming weekend. On Sunday September 13™, the Sunday closest to the
Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross, the day we commemorate the
finding of the true cross by Saint Helena, we are asked to remember, pray
for, and financially support the land made holy by our Lord himself. It has
never been easy to be a Christian in the Holy Land and today Christians
represent less than 2% of the total population. In many places the care and
maintenance of our sacred sites are handled by non-
believers. That is one reason why our prayers and
support is so important.

As the practice of cremation becomes more and

As the US Bishops observe on their website, "Ideally,
if a family chooses cremation, the cremation would
take place some time after the Funeral Mass, so
that there can be an opportunity for the Vigil for the
Deceased in the presence of the body.”
